The third annual meeting of the above 
company was held on Thursday last at Vic 
toria Hall. There was a good attendance 
of shareholders and patrons of the company, 
the chair being occupied by the president, 
John Ervin. Th3 minutes of last meeting 
having been read and approved, the presi 
dent referred briefly to the operations of the 
year and congratulated the shareholders on 
the very gratifying success of the factory, 
as shown in the increased milk production 
in the district, and the slight increase in the 
amount paid for the milk to the patrons this 
year over last year, owing partly to the 
greater quantity of milk manufactured into 
butter and cheese, and partly to the belter 
market for those products. The butter plant 
which had been put in this season had proved 
a gratifying success. The factory commenced 
earlier and continued longer this year than 
since the first year of its operation. He re­
ferred in regrettable terms to the fact that 
sufficient stock had not been subscribed to 
pay for the butter plant, and it would not 
have been in existence had the directors not 
taken the risk and borrowed the amount 
required on their own personal liability. 
He hoped that the patrons of the company 
would, during the next season, subscribe 
liberally to the stock to enable the directors 
to pay off the debt incurred for the butter 
plant. As regards the government grant 
there was no doubt in his mind but that it 
would be paid to this company, as the direc­
tors had fully complied with the law in every 
respect. The financial report, which would 
be read, showed that the dividends of six 
per cent, would be paid on the stock, and 
sixty-two cents per hundred pounds for the 
milk to the patrons. In concluding he stated 
that he would not offer for re election, re­
quest ing t hat some one be elected iq his place, 
as he had now served for three years and 
considered that he should be allowed to re­
tire.

A Merry, Merry Christmas.

—Principal Grant’s late utterance on the 
prohibition scheme has caused wide-spread 
dismay iu the ranks of the temperance work­
ers and has undoubtedly created a corres- 
pomlii'g sa irfacion among the friends of 
the liquor traffic As be principal of Queen’s 
Coiltrge. and as a contributor to nearly all 
the imp^nati! social aud poli ical questions 
of'h- i»y, Ü.. Gran in g. -, rali> regarded as 
a cooipe en- »utnority on que.-turns in which 
he tmt-res * hiniNcif, bur ii looks as if he had 
made » bad break his time. He will find it 
difficult to defend hie position as a champion 
of the anti prohihi-iouisrs, against men of 
equal prestige who have taken offence at his 
treatment of the. matter. To be a pro­
nounced anti prohibitionist is a unique pos­
ition fur a man to occupy who is at the head 
of one-of the finest of Canadian colleges; is a 
unique position for any minister to hold, and 
th; reverend gvnrieman wi : qv.iokiy find 
that every church and tempi ranee society in 
the land will array irse!f againai his opinion 
on this great public quehtion. In tbe inter­
ests of morality it is desirable that the state­
ments of Principal Grant be called into 
question everywhere. There is little fear 
that the ranks of anti prohibitionists will be 
increased by his deliberations, but they will 
impart a new life to the old guard, and tbia 
must be counteracted by an increase in the 
zeal of the friends of the temperance move-

—The new traffic manager on the I. C. R., 
Mr. Harriss, is sanguine that he can place 
that road on a paying basis, by pursuing a 
course of up to date business management. 
He openly says that the day of political 
management is over. If the road can be 
run on business principles and made to pay, 
there will be many thousands of Canadians 
who will welcome the change, but we are 
afraid that so long as the road remains gov­
ernment property Mr. Harriss will not have 
the free hand he evidently desires in the 
management of the line. Governments have 
a way of controlling the services of the 
country, that is never w holly in the interests 
of politics nor ye; strictly in the interests of 
business, but a clever combination of both. 
The people of Canada hardly expect the I. 
C. R to be run on the same principles as the 
ordinary railway, whose freight and passen­
ger rates are increased in proportion to the 
lack of competition that obtains. If the 
new manager can create an income sufficient 
to meet expenses, by the practice of economy 
in the conduct of the road, all will be well, 
but if he attempts an arbitrary increase of 
rales be will not increase the popularity of 
the line.

— It is stated, that through the interven­
tion of tbe provincial government a com­
promise has been effected with the Dominion 
Coal Company, whereby tbe mines at Vic­
toria will continue to be operated. The 
Cow B*y and Gowrie mines are however to 
remain closed, and little short of a calamity 
has befallen the hundreds of miners who had 
their homes at those places and who earned 
a comfortable living in the now deserted 
shafts. What arrangement has been made 
with 'be company in regard to the Victoria 
mines has not transpired, but it may safely 
be inferred that there was some considerable 
sacrifice on the part of the provincial gov­
ernment. The fact is now generally recog­
nized, that the company were granted pow­
ers entirely too great in their lease of the 
Cape Brel on coal area. They were empower­
ed to do practically as th-y like with the prop­
erties under their lease providing a certain 
quantity of coal is mined aud the royalty 
promptly paid The matter will likely be 
thoroughly rdvi>-w«d * -he next session of 
the legislature aud it is to b - hoped that the 
welfare of tbeGipe Breton miners will then 
be properly safeguarded against further 
whima of the coal corporation.

—The New Brunswick government is 
making a commendable vff.>rt to encourage 
the agricultural industry iu that province. 
Meetings are bring li-ld a» J the condition of 
this most iirpi-r'ttr.L inducry is beirg die 
cussed by authorities compel en t to locate 
the weak spots and name the remedy. Hon. 
Mr. F-mmereon is wisely directing the influ­
ence of.his government to the betterment of 
the general status of the yeomanry of New 
Brunswick. Governments, provincial, can 
do much to awaken a proper ioterest in agri­
cultural pursuits, aud while the Nova Scotia 
government has done much along this line, 
tbe best results of what has already been 
done will not be secured unless the good 
work is persisted in. There are several 
questions of vital interest to onr farmers 
now.being discussed that need government 
encouragement, and we hope that the re­
quired aid will be forthcoming. We refer 
particularly to the agitations for improved 
road system and for increased and cheapened 
facilities for marketing farm produce.

—There is a strong probability that the 
Bshring Sea seal question will continue to be 
a cause for contention between Canada and 
the United States. Canada has practically 
refused to suspend pelagic sealing during the 
progress of -negotiations toward a final set­
tlement of the matter, and president Mc- 
Kinlby has signified his unwillingness to en­
ter into negotiations unless this point is con­
ceded. In the meantime Canadian sealers 
wiil keep on killing the subjects of dispute, 
snd if United States representations are cor- 
i*ot the entire herd of the northern Pacific 
nil! soon be exterminated.
