2 swarmed 
about nine o’clock in the morning, on 
June 8.

Philip, my husband, had offered to 
come out and help me rehouse the 
bees when they swarmed ; but as he 
was seven miles away, I thought that 
the bees might travel into impossible 
regions before he could reach home 
so 1 decided to do the work myself. 1 
put on his khaki suit, leggings and 
all, and my beehat, with the veil se­
curely fastened at the shoulders. I re­
moved a frame of brood from hive 
No. I, after brushing the bees from 
it, and substituted it for a frame in 
one of the new hives which we had 
purchased and placed in the grove. 
Next I spread down a sheet in front 
of the hive entrance—a useless per­
formance, as 
after placing a dish pan 
swarm,
with a whisk broom, sprinkled the 
bees. Fortunately they had clustered 
on a low limb of a young pear tree, 
in my garden, and .when 
a quick jerk, the swarm dropped in a 
bunch—just as the bee-book claimed 
that it would—and landed in the pan, 
which I then carried and emptied 
upon the sheet.

The bees began to go into the new 
hive at once, and by 10.15 were safe­
ly housed.

The bees from the No. 1 hive went 
out on July 3, and to my surprise 
they clustered on the same tree that 
had been used by the first swarm. 
Toward the end of the month. No. 2 
hive gave a second swarm. So when 

came, instead of having two 
colonies, I had five, and besides this 
increase
hundred and twenty-two pounds of 
beautifully capped honey.

I sold one hundred pounds at my 
door for twenty-five cents a pound, 
anil the remaining twenty-two pounds 
I charged to my household expenses, 
so that I had thirty-five dollars and 
fifty cents to the good.
