¢  The Protestant Epiceapal Church holds the first
_allernative in this momentous issue.  She maintains
that the religion delivered to us by Christ and  His
o Apostles ixa perfact and finished revelation, suffi.
' ciently attested to the private reasen, by a concur-
rence of divine witnesaes, to cnable every man to
. know, with certainty, the things which he wust De.
lieve in order to ke saved.  These witnesws are the
, Huly Seniptures, the Charch delivering to us now
the sauae testimeny which she gave in the Apostles’
daya; and the ~acraments.

simple, and conclusive tests of the identity of Christ’s
Chareh, ut ull times aod in all places.  Whero theso
essential things are, there istho Church which
Curist founded.

Theso sume great feutares of Christ’s institution
wonstitate the anly broad anl comprehensive basis of
Unity upenn which all Christian peeplo come  togeth-
cr.  The esils of separation between Christians have
become ~0 preat thut there i3 now a yearning in ma-
ny minds for unity of some sort. Maay factitions
unions have been regorted to, with little success, to
satisfy this yearnine, But aw effective unity can
ouly be secured upon the basis of the original insti-
tatiog, of Christ—the Iaith, the Ministry, and tbe
Sacraments, which He mado to be the ~constituent
cicments of His Church.  ‘This basis of unity dees
not reguire that swen should give up their religious
opinions, bowever various theso may be, but only
that they shall not bold thesa spinivns in the form
of seut symivly, thus isolating themselves frum the
great buldy of Chrisiian people. It merely demanids
that men should be seasonable enough to distinguish
fuith from opinion, and, w: on the common ground of
tho One Fuith—once delivered to the saints, and
continuou:ly professed in the Church ever since—

¥ mingle freely in the Oue fold of the One Shepherd.

Jt is unhappily true, that a large portion of man-
kind will pot b gorerned by their reason in the
wattor of religion.  But this is ene melancholy fea-
tare of that degencracy of natura which tre reli-
gion wtrives to romove. The Almighty cultivates
amd v aits the reason of the erentiuro whom e made
