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half tho cases injection of tho conjunctiva. Pyresia is votably
absont and, although, in somo cases, thoro is arterial oxcitemont
this appears morely fortuitous and liko tho soro throat, nauses,
urticaria, &c., which wo sometimes meot with in cases of Roth-
clm, not a symptom of Rotheln, but indieaving a condition of the
systom which would have manitosted itsolf indopendent of tho
opidemic, or perhaps a complication arising from the presonce
of anothor opidomnc, such as influenza,  Ono symptom, however,
is neatly constant, viz.,, giddiness, and is almost tho only consti-
tutional symptom in tho discase. Children with Rotholn will
ongage in thoir usual amusemonts, eat heartily, and slecp woll,
and covered with tho lentil rash will complain of nothing buta
fooling of staggoring  Bu! so conatant is this symptom that
when children ropudiate tho.idea of feoling unwell tho parents
can almost invariably remind them of tho giddy feoling when
cross-oxamined.

Although-tho exanthema is-said *to differ in no respect
from that of morbilliy” I think Y may safely afirm that the
rash is moro papulous, Jurger, moro un-uniform, and of a darker
colour. It is vory irrcgular in its distribution, causes considera-
ble itching and disappears at tho ond of tho first or at tho most
the sccond day of the disenso I havo had a easo whoro it
retarned after an intorval of ton weeks, other eases being in the
samo family at both periods. Thero are no sequlo to this
disenso. Vogel romarks that this discase is “not immediately

ded nor soon followed by any opidemic of les or sear-
1nmn This remark must have been founded on evidenco
morely negativo for wo havo recontly been affticted in this vicin-
ity with an opidomic of scarlet fever of a most malignant type,
and following the law of probabilitics, aflor having withina
limited space of time been visited by puorpeml fever, erysipolas,
searlating, parotiditis, whooping cough, i &e., wo aro
quito propared to bo told of casos of measles, and, indeed in tho
sarrounding country cases of morbilli aro reported. Ono circut-
stance, howovor, i3 worthy of notico, that net ono of tho patients
with Rdtholn was attacked with scarlatinaduring tho recont opi-
demic. Most of thom had proviously had either searlet fover
or moasles, or both, and, although somo wero d to have
had scarlating sine eruptione during tho late opndom;c, this I doubt
for tho discase was too woll marked to bo masked. 'his ovi-
donco, like Vogel's, howover, is merely nogativo.
