George's people by the nuinber who expres.sed.it
on Sundaýy ii-ht. flappily there is stili an-
other day given us to be tbiankzful, and, no
doubt, ail defaulters wviIl turn up at 8 or il onl
Oct. lGth. Many complaints have been raised
as to, the " sense " of having two Thanksgiving
Days, so this is one reason-the othier is thiat
the Churcli needs the two offrtories. Thle orie on
the Sunday is parochial and the ofllertory applied
to our own needs; the one on the rllIur-sday is
national and the offertory given to the diocesan
mission f und.

St. George's General Purp-Ioses Coniittce met
on LMond(av, 6tIi Oer., to consider the financial
situation before the winter ,ieason begins, as

well as other matters affecting the church. Mr.
WeIIer submitted the accotint of receipts and
expenditures for the hiaif year, lst of April to
lst Oct., including the outlay for necessary re-
pairs.

Tihe auditors' report for the same period was
also subinitted. The Cornxnittee, after fully
discussing the accounts an! .statements of Messrs.
Weller aud Hleath, found that thec allajrs of the
church were in more favorable condition than
was to be exlpccted at this period of the year.
'l'le only dicuaigpart of the report was the
arnotnt in arrears both for pew rent and enve-
1oI)e of1ertory. The final conclusion of the Coi-
inittee xvg's-tliat, assuming the immediate pay-
men. of ail arrears> a 55% increase of the offer-
tory ail round wvould not only pay the cur'ent
expenses but also free the church of debt by
Easter. The Rector wvas requested to make this
statement froin the pulpit.

At the meeting of the Church Committee on
Monday it wvas .stiggcested that a board containingr
a notice of churchi services might be placcd at
the corner of Queen and John streets, and also
that, printer's ink mighit weIl be euîployed in the
sel-vice of the church, %vlether in the way of a
weekly Jeaflet or advertisement. Both sugges-
tions wvere adopted.
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Thc Revenue of this Parish is derivcd f roîn the Oftertoryv and Pe lieuits, of which the former is relied
upon for the îui.cvteinýce of the Clergy.
