In this case the Canonry must for
the time cease to exist, but shall be revived so
soon a8 the property yields n safficient surplus
above the $1,000 dirested to the Epi:copai
fund.

DIeCESE OF TORONTO.

DIOCESE OF NIAGARA.

" DiooEsaN SyNop.—The Synod of the Dio-
cese commenced its sessons on the 29th ult.,
and closed on the 3lst. As in other dioceses
the attendance of the lsity after the first day
was apything but satisfactory, and on theflast
day of the meeting the matter was brought up
by Mr. W. E. Barton, and after an informal
discussion to ascertain the views of those pre-
sent before taking final action, the following
resolution was passed :—

“That a Commitlee be appointed to take
into consideration the question of emsuring a
better and more efficient attendance of the
laity abt the next meeting of the Bynod;
Synod, in the meantime, doclaring
iweelf in favor of each parish paying the actnal
expenses of the lay delegates whon they attend
the Synod.”

On the last day of the Session the Synod
presented the Bishop with an address and a
parse of $500 as & small token of their affec-
tion and regard, und in anticipation of his
wisit to the Pan-Anglican Synod. The clergy
and laity in their sddress say they embrace the
opportunity afforded ‘to assure his Lordship of
the deep respect they entertain for yoursetf
pergonully, and also their admiration of the
untiring zeal and energy with which you huve
discharged the duties of your high and res-
ponsible office during the three years of ycur
episcupaie ; the kind and courteous manner in
which you have held conference with your
clergy in the several rural deaneries:  the
_practical consideration shewn by yonr’Lm-d-
ship to all ;who have occasion to ask yoar

counse! and advice in private as well as the
able, diguified and impartial manner in which

you preside over the counsels of the Church; P

the fraterral interest you have evinoed towards
the children of the Sunday-schools, and to sum
up all the uansparing devotion of your time,
your thoughts, and your substance, to the pro-
motion of the best interests of the Church and
bor various objeots of charity, call forth their
grateful acknowledgements. It has been to
them s source of anxiety and regret that the
Episcopal Endowment Fuad remains incom-
plete, and that it yields an income totally in.
adequate to the requirements of the Episcopal
office, thus ecntailing a sacrifice of private ro-
aources which the incumbeont of the See ought
never to be culled upon to make.”

The B shop in his reply, said :—

“Your e~xteom and confidence and affection
are 10 me personally very precioas. In my
ffi'e as Bishop and for the Church’s work {
regard them ss ioestimable. My intercourse
with you in your parisbes and in your ruri-
decanal asremblies bave been full of encourage.
