Fora whole ycar he suffered every
kind of torture. Scourge, fire and the sword, wete
employed to torment him with the utmost cruelty
to shako his constancy to the truc Faith but
without avatl, and the judge had to acknowledge
himself conquered by condemning the Saint to
death., He caused the martyrto be sewed up ina
sack with scorpions, serpents and vipers, and so
thiown into the sea.

1 Tth——St. Patrick, Apostle of Ireland. If the virtue
of children reflects an honour on parcnts, much
more justly is the name of 8t. Patrick rendered
illustrious by tho innumerable lights of sanctity
with which the Church of Ireland planted by his
labours in the most remote corner of the then
known world, shone during many ages; and by
the colonics of saints with which she peopled
many foreign countries, St I'atricL: was born in
Lrittany in tke yenr 356. In his sixteenth year
he was carried into captivity into Ireland. After
siz years he regained bis release. While at
home with his parents, God menifested to bim
Ly divers visions, that ho bad elected him to the
great work of the conversion of Ireland. After
furty years spent in the work of the Lord during
which time he converted the whole country o as
to render Ireland a most flourisning garden in
tne Church of God, and & country of saints, he
died in the year 464.

St. Cy1il, Bishop of Jerusalem. Cyril was born
at or near, the city of Jerusalem, about the year
325. e succeeded Maximus in tho See of Jeru-
salem about the end of the ycar 330. St Cyril
passed to r better life, after many persccutions
tiom thy Ariuns, in the seventieth year of bis age,

ity and virtue. God entrusted him with the edu.
cution of his divine Son, mauifested in the flesh,
tlow great was the purity and sanctity of him,
-who wag chosen by God himself to be the guard-
ian of the most spotlesi Virgin. 1t is more than
probable that St. Joseph died before our Blessed
Saviour entered on his mission. But what a
death ! with Jesus and Mary by his bedside!
How little are we surpriscd that tho faithful
in every age, have particularly invoked 8t
Joseph, for thie great grace of a happy death, and
the spiritunl presence of Jesns in that tromendous
bour.

St, Cuth-
bert was barn not very far from Melrose, and in
Tis vouth attended his futher's sheep in the woan.-
tains near the Abbuy of Melrose, which bad becn
founded by King Oswald, Edified by the picty
and humility of the monks, he songht to Le nd-
witted nmongst them, and put on the monastic
habit whilst Fata was abbot, After many ycars
spent at Meirose, St. Cuthbert was made prior of
the larger rionnstery of Liudisfarne, or [oly
Island.  He was subsequently raised to the epis-

For ihis he was arrested and stretched upoun the
rack. When Julian arrived at Ancyra, to prepare
for his Persian expedition, Basil was presented
before him. The crafty emperor seemed to treat
him with compassion, and wished to convince
him that Christ was still among the dead. The
saint reproached bim for his epestacy, where-
upon the emperor ordered that hia skin should
be toro off him in seven diﬂ'ere_nt places every
day until he had known left. Bis constancy en-
raged his tormentors and his sides wers plerced
with red hot spikes under which the martyr ex.
pired, on the 29th June, in 3G2.

t Political servitude, social misery, and mcral
degradation—Loly trinity, thy name is Bismarck !
Oh, German people ! The rights of the weak have
been barteied in the public market by the repre-
sentatives as they might trafiic in hcrses; the
rights are saved, but to the profit of the strong.
Come out from darkness and confusion, rise above
the swamps of corruption, shuke off the chsins of
political servitude. Herc is a portrait of Pruseian-
ised Getmany :—* Political indiffereutism, a rRystem
of eapioaage and denunciation in sll its rami-
fications, fabulous luxury, basest fluttery, adula«
tion of the rich and fushionable; narrowness in
the relations, fetishism, distrust. Servile fear,
consciency dull and debased, the dignity of the
citizens a toy in the hands of despotism. These
are the purticularities that thov hast appropristed
t0 thyself, poor people, a3 the result of long ac-
quiescence in thy own wrongs. Jn lieu of bread
they have givun them n stoue; thou hast forgocten
thy liberties in the sound of ewpty phrases about
thy grandeur. The Liberte comments :—Who will
fail to discover in this image the pagan society when
the people groaned under the heels of the Cicsars ?
It is perfectly true that he who would he
divorced from God becomes the slave of man, To
Dbe proud and haughty before the church, but grov-
elling befors Bismarck, is the highest role of the
whole Liberal pack.

Spaia follows France in her noble resolve to
amnesty her political offenders, This is an-
other example for the British Govermment to
follow in the matter of amnesty to the Irish
State prisoners, The Official Gazette, of
Madrid, says a recent telegram, publishes a
royal decree granting amnesty to Carlist re-
fugees abroad, and authorising them to return
to Spain. The decree adds that none will be
prosecuted except such as have been guilty of
offences against the commeon law,

CUBA.,

The news from Cuba continues favourable
to the insurgents, The Spanish troops are de-
moralized ; the climate is continuing to work
havoc in their ranks, and it is rumoured that
the commander-in-chief is depressed and dis-
heartened. The climate 2nd the natural
difficulties of' the country are the allies of the
insurgent forees. They cannot be followed
into their retreats, and they hold their own
with persistent and resolute command. When
the Carlist wur was over we were promised an
immediate termination of the Cubnn insurree-
tion, but we find we have not yet even ap-
proached the beginning of the end.

THE NEW ENGLISH CARDINAL,

Archbishop Howard was to be clevated to
the Sacred College this month., Mgr, Howard
was born on the 13th of Feb. 1829, He isa
cousin to the present Duke of York, In
carly life Mgr. Howard becamo an officer in
the 2nd Life Guards, but he left the army in
1853 and was ordained by Cardinal Patrizi
in 1855.

THE IRISH ASSIZES—FREEDOM ['ROM
CRIME,

Six or seven years ago—when it was thought
necdful in the interests of the Goveroment to
coerce Ireland—the country was cxcited and
goaded by local satraps, and threatening letters,
written by the cucmies of the people, were
scattered broadcast by every post. When the
Curfew laws werc passed, the earrion birds
were satisfied, and the ghouls of the Castle
press ceased to yell. Then a dead calm fol-
lowed, the peasantry being permitted to pursue
their normal inclinations for a quiet, peaceful
life. Let anyone look back at the calendars
for the past five years. They are wlmost a
clean record. The greatest crime committed
during that time was the police assault on un-
oftending women and children innocently cn-
joying themselves in the Pheasix Park, So
far as the judges have gone through the present
Assizes in Ircland, the congratulations on
the absence of crime amongst the people ure
general.

AUNESTY,

Trom Paris we lcarn that pardon or com-
mutations of scutence have beem granted to
224 Commuunist convicts, This clemency
does the French Goverament honour. Bad—
nay vile—as the Communuists were, still the
masses were misled by the accomplished
rofianism of the fow, Most of the leaders of
the Commune Lave alrcady atoned for their
cr'i.mes, and the butts at Satary weve the just
decrees of offended and outraged society, .But
many of the Communists were themselves the

prisonment is only a generous act of the French
Government. America set a noble example to
the world, France—always chivalrous—is
graciously pardoning more henious crimes, and
England might well ery * enough” to the few
political prisoners who are still in the keeping
of the gaoler. Clemency is a royal virtue, and
1t would, we arc sure, be loyally received by
her Majesty’s subjects at home and abroad.

AN ANOMALY.

There is one feature in the recent I’resident-
al clection which bears an analogy to the late
general clections in (ircat Britain and lreland,
which took place in .Jan, and Feb. '73. Inthe
American cleetions, it is generally admitted
that over the country at large, Tilden had a
considerable majority. The estimates as to
numbers are various, but all accounts agree in
giving bim a larger collective vote, than that
given to Hayes. Itissomewhat remarkable that
a similar occurrence took place at the Imperial
clections in Great Britain and Treland. Qver
the country it was estimated that the Liberals
had 180,000 more votes than the Conservatives,
yet the Conservatives had a good working
majority returned.  The cause of this anomaly
wus that the lLiberal constituencies gave in
many cases, overwhelming returas in favour of
their candidates, while the Conservative ma-
jority was always narrow. The anomaly how-
ever remained, and how to find a remedy for it
must seriously engagze the attention of States-
men, both in the United States and in Great
Britain.

THY O'CONNELL MONUMKNT.

Many yeurs ago the Irish people subscribed
a considerable sum of money for 2 monument
to O'Connell.  Mr, Foley was entrusted with
its execution, The chisel which produced thie
best of the groups which surround the Albert
memorial in Hyde Park, 2nd under whose
touch the graceful outlines of Burke, Gold-
smith, and Grattan were produced, would, it
was hoped, mould the great form of the
Liberator. But Mr. Foley died in 1874,
The 'Connell Committee had advanced

2,000, while Mr. Foley’s estimate was
£12,500. The work was not finished, lawsuits
between the (ommittee and Mr. Foley's exe-
cutors cosued, the C(‘omnmittee was relieved
from any responsibility to complete the work,
the executors refunded the £2,000, and so the
whole business stands as it was ten years ago,
New cogagements are spoken ubout, but it is
likely that many more years will pass away
before the statuc of ('Connell graces the foot
of Sackville street.

HOME RULE VICTORY IN ENGLAND,

THE EASTERN (UESTION.

Despatchies say that the Eastern Question
looks as if it was about to be settled at last.
Servia is disarming, while Turkey has with-
drawn her troops from nearly all the posts
taken by hertroops during the war. Rumours
of Turkish atrocitics in Bosnia, however, con-
tinue to agitate the public mind, and the
Christian population in Armenia, are, it is
said, being subjected to ill.doing. The
latest despatches say that murders are still
frequent, and that anarchy is still the guiding
spirit of the times, Withal the prospects of
peace are said to be improving. Buat we hear
at the same time that by the middle of this
month ¢ Russia will have 1,000,000 of men
under arms on the 16th of March,” and that
immense armaments was being going on in the
interior of the country for some time, It is,
however, quite clear that while the chances of
peace have improved, yet peace is by no means
assumed. The Turkish Government has not
yet shown itself capable of grasping the inter-
nal difficulties which are consuming it, and
Russia stands prepared to take advantage of
the inability of the Turkish Government to
sccure the safety of its Christian subjects,

MR BIGGAR, M. I, AND MR. PARNELL, M. P,

T'here is trouble in the lobbics of the British
HNouse of (fommons. Liberals and Conserva-
tives are in arms against the ITome Rulers.
It has all come about in a very simple way.

Whon Iinglishmen pay no heed to
your demands, as constitutionally expressed
through the majority of your mation, then pay
little heed to theirs, and make them realize how
hard it is for the constitutionally expressed
opinion of the majority to be set at defiance.

EMANCIPATION IN BRAZIL.,
Slavery is being fast abolished all over the
warld. The Catholie Church has routed it out
wherever it had the power to doso. We learn
from a Contemporary that:—

“Through the rational process of gradual eman-
cipation, slavery 1a diminishing every year in the
empire of Brazil. By the special law of 187! bear-
ing on the subject, all the children of negroes are
born freo. In the provines of San Paulo the num-
bur of slaves, in three years, declined from 147,746
to less than 130,000. In 111 of the 151 parishes of
that province, 18,176 children of slaves, happier
than their parents, were bora to tho # noble herit-
age of freedom.” In the province of Pernambuco
the number of slaves has been reduced from 106,-
201 to 100,000, and 12,312 slave children were born
into frcedom. About the same ratio of decrease is
visible in other provinces throughout the. entire
Lmpire.. This wus substantially thé'.process by
which the distinguished Irish-American patriot,
Hon. Goorge Bryan, of Pcnnsylvania, propoged, nine-
ty years ago, to- relieve that:State from the blight
of negro siavery, wkich proposition -he ‘put into
shape, and succeeded in Laving enacted, under the
title of an Act for the Gradual Abblition' of Slavery.
Ho thus wiped out the slave system.in :Pennsyl-
vanis, and Jeft the record of his . practical conserva~
tive philanthropy a8 ‘the.noblest. monument in his

niemory." ' P
