A VERDICT OF WILFUL MURDER.
V¥ asuixgray, Jan. 26.

Guitean contivually interrupted FPorter
with such wouds ag the following: «Wnat 1
6ay is always true, Judge Porter. What you
say is generally false, I neversaid so. That
is absolutely falsu.” Porter contrasted the
lifo and conduct of the prisonsr with the
Apostle Paul's with reference 6o the prisoner’s
assumption that he, like Paul, was honestly
ocogaged in  doing the Lord's work.
Paul never palmed off brass watches for
wzold.,  Neither did I, sbouted Guiteaun.
Paul never swindled bis creditois out of their
just dues. Oh, you're a biood man, retaliat-
ed Guiteau. You belonzto the Judas tribe.
‘I'he pictore drawn by Porter was soything
but a lovely ons and provoked the prisoner
to most sbusive retort. You're a liar and
you know it, and I tell you go to your face
Judge Porter, ho cried. This msun, s&aid
Porter; who says he never deceived anyone.
‘That's a fact, piped the prisoner, put that in
frequently, That man, who soys bo never
deceived anyone, says in one of his hand.

Guiteau—That's the way my lotters come
addressed.

Porter—Wel), 1 will not
commment on that, Guitean—You'd better
vot, ycu haven't got brains enough.
Porter—¢ The Lord murdered Garfield.”
Guitean— Yes, and He'll murdor you before
long" Porter—¢ The Lord murdered Gar-
fisld. The Lord defrauded printers and
boarding kouscs, acd evory night apd mern-
ing this Christian prisoner thanks i{he Lord
for his work.” Continuiny to read from the
cvidence, Porter was auain and ogaio inter-
rupted by the prisoner, who called out,
«llead the record. That's bigper thau my
brother. He's no brother to wma, sod has
1tis
coutemptible to speak about my brother in
the way you ara doing! With consnmmate
tact, Porter, ir sn apparontly Iloci-
dental way, spoke of the horror and
detestation with  which moen of all
partles and aill ehades of opinion lock
upon the prisoner and the unavpimity which
thoy execrate his act.  You're a liar, und yon
Enow it,” ghouted the prisoner, with enerygy
aud desperation. #'T'ho American people nre
on my side and 80 is the presa,” A~ Porter
continned his arra’gnment of ihe priscner,
Gaiteau winced nervously in his ceat, twisted
in bic seat and finally drowned Porter's volre
s?, in ravage tonee, beshouied, “A saint {rom
fleaven couldn't etand the abuse of that wan
Porter, and I won’t stand it. 1 will reliove
my mind. 7Tho idea of this man trying to
riske me out a fighting man, o man of bad
chnracter avd all that, Ji's o lio nud he
knows1t. He'se Har snd il call bim gn.”
Porter——«I am simply giving the sworn state-
ment of his owa trother.” Gniteau—v He's
po brother ¢f mive 1 wouldn't have fpokien
to him at the Fifth 4venne Hotel Iast sum-
mer. 1 have uwothipg sagainst him, but I
don't like his styie, ldidn'tlikeray father’s
atyle, either. My eister sympathizes with
me, and my brother ryaipathizes with my
father. I wantthat uaderstood. IUd con-
temptible in that man, Porter, to undertake to
conviace {he jury that I'm an upprincipled,
bad moan.!

He's a perfect
puisance this morning.” Porter arraigned
prieoner and counsel for speaking of the wit.
ness Edwards a3 a miserable Jew. He said
po man has caues to fesl ashamed that he
sprung from ithe same race a8 the Baviour of
mankind. Guitean— That's all very fine,
but you forget the Lord and Jews had a fall.
ing out et the destruction of Jerusalem.

WasniNgroN, Jan. 25.—Io the Guitean
trial to-day, Judge Porter concluded bhis ad-
dress for the prosecution, being continuoualy
asnd violently interrnnted by the prisuaer,
when Judge Cox read his charge to the jury,
concluding at 4,04 p.m. The jury retired at
5 p.m., and the court took a reccas.

At 5.35 the Court came to order. . Ab 5.36
the jury came in and rendered a verdict of
guilty, as indicted.

When Guiteau was taken ¢o the Marshal’s
office he declared it imposrible for the jary to
agree, as thero were men who knew he was
inspired. « Why these men are not going to
be governed by your Oneida Community idea
of inspiration,” remarked the baillff. This
displeused the prisoner, who earnestly re-
plied: « Youndon't know what you ore talk-
ing about; there are high-toned Chrlstinn
gentlomen on that jury who nuderstand my
casg.” ' -

After the jury returned to the court room
G uitenu's faco expressed undisguised despair
ond horror, which woe Intensified as the
foreman said ¢ Guity as indicted.” Booville
sppeured surprised by tho verdict. After the
court ndjourned Guitean raid, # Providence
bns not desorted me. Tho goneral term wae
especially constituted to halp me out of this
tronble” i .

It is
doubtinl if the wisdom of ullowing the as-
sassin froe speech wasa more completely
justified on any other day than this. The
conduct ot the trial by Unx has the approval
of the most eminent members of the bar and
of the District Jadgea throughont. Alar-
shal Henry gald, ¢ 1 know #ra. Garficld lived
in hope that the wretch would be pronounced
inzane by the jury.”
