To mest this difficulty
the committee alluded to was formed, snd
Dr. Krnest Hart, oditor of the Britlsh Medical
Journsl, was sslaoted a3 homnorary Secrutary.
The Fortnightly Eeview forthla month contalos
the first iroits of the labors of Dr. Hart,in an
article which he oontrituted on ¥ Migration
and Emigration,” and no more velaable con-
tribution to the literaturs of the Irish ques-
tlon has appesred beforo the public for a
long perlod.

DEATH OF & DISTINGUISHED
JOURNALIST.

———

BUGH J. HASTINGS, XDITOR OF THE « COMMBR~
OIAL ADVERTIEER.”

Hugh J. Hastings, propristor of the New
York Commercial Advertiser, dled at his resi.
dence, at Monmoutkh Beach, N, J, on the
evening of the 12th Inst., at seven o'clock,

He met with the accident which caused hig
Niness while returaing to bid home from &
fair given ia aid of the Church of Our Lady
the Star of the Ses, in Long Branch, on Mox-
day evening, Beptember 3. The pbwton in
which he was driving was run info by a truok,
and he was thrown vlolently to the ground.
Hig physician found him snfferlng from o con-
tusion on the hip and right shounlder, He
was uncontcioua a grent part of the time from
that eveniog uatil his death,

Hugh Hastings waan gonisl, whola.couled
Irishman, whose hearty hospitality endeared
him to all wto kad the happiness to enjoy it.
He wag n man, to0, who carved out hls own
fortanes, who made hls-own way in the world
with nothing to back bim but plenty of @alns,
any amount of plack and more than & large
ghare of detorminatlon. He came from good
old North of Ireland #took, Irheriting from
his sturdy forefathers a love of spert, of good
livinpg acd unbounded cheer. He came,
too, of & long-lived race; and used to talk of &,
grandefrs who llved to bo older than a cen-
tury, and of other snceators who survived to
good patriarohal ages. Thoso who saw him
in the {ulness of healtk and sirength on tho
day before the unfortanats accldent occutred
would have predicted for him many loog
years of actlve life and ucefulnoss. But
though he has gone Iirom among U,
guddenly calied away, Lia raemory wlill
surylive fresh and graen in the hearts of hosts
of psople who knew him and loved him, He
came to this country a boy of efght, with
his mother, brothers and elsters, and joined
his father, who had quitted Ireiand some
time previously. The littla family land-
ed at Quebec wnd went to Albany by
way of Lake Chbamplaln, They made
thefr home 1ihere, and young Kugh
worked for fome time Ina dry goods atore.
Ho afterward came to New York end founda
plecs in o store, He was an ambitious youth,
and his aspirations were uot to be bounded by
the four walls ot a warehouse. He scughé
gomething more v 1genial; and in 1843 he
embarked 1@ journallim, becoming s repocter
on the Albany Daily Atlss. His bright lo-
tellect and his kesn snd lively pen made them.
gelves folt very eoon. He was given a col-
um3 to bimself, and filled it with soch a col-
lection of quips and witticlems and of satidl-
cal gtiogers that he became renowned aud
feated. Thers were both ofl and vimegar In
Bis colume, sud those who cffended kim
tasted the sharpness of his stesl, Sach s
gentus among the prosy andjponderous fellows
who uzed to write for Albany papers camse as
an clectric light amorg a lot of tallow
candles. Locg and labored articles used to
be the fashlop, but Hastlngs Introduced the
short, Inclslve paragraph tesmipg with barbs,
and waged fierce war agaizet the sclemn ger-
mond of the dally prece, He gained a name,
as hns been hintea bafore, but he failed to
make monay. The newspaper man of that
day was poorly pald, end 1t his kablis hap-
pened to bo In tho lesat extravagsnt the pro-
bability of saving was but slight,

Mr. Hnstinge, after o f2W years' yeporiing,
had the ambition to have & papor of his 0wy,
He oaly had $7.50 In ready cash, but he had
lIots of seady Wit and saterpilse, Them, agein,
he had the hope and the ardor of yomib, and
whet can; or ever could, withstand theso po-
tent epells? He started Lhe Albany Knicher.
becker, and from its flrat nomber 1t was a
great euocoss. In lees than twe years it had
tho largest eleculaen e Albyny, amd Xs
artloles wero qooted all ever the Btate. With
swoh a paper at hia back, aud liviag in sucha
hotbed o pofltical aotivity as Albany, his
dcifeing Into politios waa a matter of eourse.

In politles Mr. Hastinge was earnet and

astive, In the campaiyn of 1844 he wasone
of Henry Clay's warmest pupperters, Mo wau
a great flend of Gmoral ‘laylor, who made
mm Colleotor of the Port o1 Alvamy, whioh
position he rotalned usHi his removal

Willlam H, Beward, and thelr friendship
oontinued stesdfast until the latter’s death.
In 1852 ho was a delegate to the
Naitonsl Whig Convention held at Baltimore
(iha last_one of that party), snd on every
ballot he-voted against Lillmere nnd in favor
of General Bcott. RHe was made Clerk of the
Htate Bcnate fn 1854, azd was the last Whig
clerk of that body. fle tsok an aclive part
in crganizing tho Repulllcan paity, to which
he clung cvor eince. Ho wed aiways o
siaunch friend of tho colored race, and did all
in hls power to obtaln their ireedom.

In 1868 he csmeio New York snd jolned
tho staff of the Commercial Adver{iter, undor
the directorshlp of Thurlow Weod. Not long
afterward ill-heaith compeiled Weed to retire,
and Hastlngs bought 4 coutsolling Interest fn
tha paper. He made it e very lively shset.
Previous to hilstaking charge of it brllliancy
wag not 1ts feature, 'The Commercials clrct-
lation bounded up. It becamo o capital
psylog property. It is saild ihst not lorg
sg0 Mr, Hsstings refused $500,000 for his ic-
terest In 1f. 1t contlnmed to prosper.

He was  chort may, of compaot build, with
& round, shapely head and a full fzce that
was alwaya clean shaven,aud he naturally
woze o genial expression. A green necktle
wasg apparenily his dolight, acd elther a silk
or slouch hat his praferenca. His jovlal die-
poaitien and many personal acts of kindness
won for him a large clrcle of irlends.

He sncceeded In
spite of the efforts of Dean BRlchmond and
others to get Bishop Timon of Buffalo pre-
motad to the place. Hastings got Mr. Seward
tosend s socrot agent to Rome in the in-
terest of Archbishop McCloskey. Ho Lad the
faculty of making poople talk, He couid
draw them out without talking much him.

Hugh Hastinge’)Pdeath willl be widely
monrned.
