1. Excess war material of Allied origin shall be plaeed at the dithe Allied Power concerned according to the instructions given by thiExcess Finnish war material &hall be placed at the disposai of the Govof the Soviet Union and the United Kingdom. Finland shahl renounce

to this material.

2. War material of German origin or design in excess of that reqithe armed forces permitted under the preàent Treaty shall be «placedisposai of the Two Governments. Finland shall not acquire or manufa*war material of German origin or design, or ýemphoy or train any tecincluding military and civil aviation personnel, who are or have been 1
of Gerniany.

3. Exeess war material mentioned in paragraphs 1 and 2 of tiishall be handed over or destroyed within one year from thie coming ilito
the present Treaty.
