A toll-free telephone service is implemented.
Fee increases from $20 to $21.
Head office moves from Ottawa to Hull.

Machine-readable passports are introduced in Canada.

Automated writing systems are installed in Atlanta, New York, London and Los Angeles.
All Canadian missions issue machine-readable format passports.

Offices open in Saint-Laurent and Scarborough.

Automated writing systems are installed in Rome, Paris and Bonn.

Fee increases from $21 to $25 effective January 1st.

Automated writing system is installed in Detroit.

Ottawa Public Counter becomes an issuing office.

Offices open in Jonquitre, Regina and Thunder Bay.

Automated writing systems are installed in San Francisco and Hong Kong.
North York satellite office becomes an issuing office.

The Passport Office becomes a Special Operating Agency.

Regional offices are reorganized into three reporting units: Eastern, Ontario and Western Operations.

The Passport Office becomes part of the Consular, Immigration and Passport Affairs Branch.
