SURREIlDER

1. The Requested Party shall, as soan as a decisian on the

request for extradition has been made, communicate that

decision to the Requesting Party through the diplomiatic

channel. Reasons shall be given for any complete or partial

refusai of a request for extradition.

2. Where possible under its law, the Requested Party shall

surrender the persan sought ta the appropriate authorities of

the Requesting Party at a location in the territory of the

Requested Party acceptable ta bath Parties.

3. The Requesting Party shaîl remove the persan f roxi the

territory of the. Requested Party within such reasonable

period as the Reguested Party &pecifies and, if the persan is

flot reuioved vithin that period, the Requested Party may set

that persan at liberty and may refuse extradition for the

same of fonce.

4. If circumstances beyond its cantrol prevent a

Contractîng Party from surrendering or removing the persan ta

be extradited, it shail natify the. other Contracting Party.

Thie tva Contracting Parties shall mutually decide upon a nev

date of surrender or removal, and the provisions of paragraph

3 of this Article shail apply.

IRTICLI 15

POMTONED OR TEMPORARY BURRENDER

1. Viien the. person sought is being proceeded aqainst or is

serving a sentence in the. Requested Party for an offence

other than that for which extradition is requested, the.

Requested Party may surrender the person saught or postpone

surrender until the conclusion of the proceedings or the.

service of the. viile or any part of the sentence imposed.

The. Requested Party shaîl inf ari the Requesting Party of any

postpoxiemeft.
