ARTICLE 1

The present Agreement supersedes the following 'agreements between theoontracting parties- the Agreement for Air'Services signed at Bermuda, Decem-ber 21, 1945; the Agreement and Exchange of Notes concerning the Establish-
ment of Air communications between the Territory of Canada and United King-dom Teýrritories in the West Atlantic and Caribbean Areas, signed at Ottawa,
July 17, 1947; the Exchange of Notes extending the latter Agreement to provide
for a ýCanadian Air Service to the Bahamas, dated July 7, 1948; the Exchange
of Letters constituting an. Agreement ooncerning the grant to Airlines of Traffie
Rights ln Fiji and Canton Island, dated January 31 and Fehruary 1, 1947, as
amended -by an Exchange of Letters dated March 31 and April 2, 1949.

ARTICLE 14

The present Agreement and any Exchange of Notes in aecordance withArticle il shail be registered by the Government of Canada with the Interna-
tional Civil Aviation Organization.

ARTICLE 15

The present Agreement shahl coime'into force on the date of signature.

1949.
