IIESOLUTION (No. 9)

FOR FACILITATINO THE MOVEMENT 0F AGRICULTURAL
MACHINERY AND FARM LABOUR ACROSS THE

INTERNATIONAL BOUNDARY

Idopted by the Joint Economic Committee of Canada and the United States
February 27, 194~2

The Joint Economie Committee of Canada and the United States recom-
Iend that the Governments of the two countries take suitable action:

1) To permit used agricultural machines -and their operators or normal
crewB, to, move across the border witihout payment of duty, with a minimum
of restrictions, and with such regulations as either country may consider
necessary to insure that the machines o 'r members of the crew's return
within a specified time to the country from which they came.

2) To facîlitate the seasonal movement of farm labour across the
common boundary under such rules and regulations as will further the
efficient distribution of labour for peak requirements.
The reasons for these recommendations are:

ýtates; and scarcities of steel and other metals limit the current output of labour-
