COTTON-DUMPING DUTY ON IMPORTS FROM U.S.

On the orders of the day:
Hon. G. J. McIlrailh (Acting Minister of

National Revenue): Mr. Speaker, on Friday
last, as recorded at page 3980 of Hansard,
the hion. member for Grey-Bruce asked me
a question which. reads as follows:

In view of the fact that the United States con-
gress has taken action to provide a direct subsidy
ta the manufacturer of 61 cents a pound on cotton,
whjch. means that the American manufacturer wifl
receive the full raw cotton subsidy paid to foreign
buyers, does the Canadian goveroment lntend ta
give consideration to applying dumping duty?

Mr. Speaker, as the hion. member will know,
section 6A of the Customs Tariff provides that
where, in the opinion of the governor in
counicil, subsidied goods of a class or kind
made or produced in Canada have been or
may be directly or indirectly imported into
Canada, such goods can be subjected to an
additional duty on their importation equal to
the amount of the subsidy. Whether imported
goods are subsidized and the amount of the
subsidy are questions of fact and the applica-
tion of the section would depend on the
circumstances of the individual case.
