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are going to declare war on the Corporation. If it does flot,
does it intend to axe this project?

Hon. André Onellet (Minister of Labour): Mr. Speaker, 1
believe the President of the Canada Post Corporation appeared
yesterday before a Parliamentary Committee, wbere the
matter was discussed and where the Corporation promised to
submit a full report on this pilot project within the coming
weeks.

I arn aiso aware that the Canada Post Corporation intends
to issue a press release witbin the next few days, if flot bours,
regarding this pilot project.

As for the agreemnent between the Canada Post Corporation
and Consumers Distributing, I have been informed that both
parties have agreed to terminate the project on June 29, 1984,
in ail post offices where the pilot project is being tested.

STUDENT EXCHANGE PROGRAM

Mr. John MeDermid (Blrampton-Georgetown): Mr. Speak-
er, my question is directed to the Secretary of State. I draw to
bis attention a letter hie received from the Programme
D'Échange Étudiants du Canada, exchange programns in wbicb
all Members of Parliament bave been involved at one time or
another.

THE CENSUS

COLLECTION 0F DATA ON VISIBLE MINORITIES

Mr. Laverne Lewycky (Dauphin-Swan River): Mr. Speaker,
my question is addressed to the Minister who is covering for
Statistics Canada. Recommendation 24 of the report Equality
Now recommends that in the 1986 mini-census, and in the
1991 Census, Statistics Canada should include the requisite
additional questions to elicit accurate information regarding
visible minorities and that these questions sbould be accom-
panied by an appropriate explanation. I arn wondering if we
could bave a response from the Minister to indicate wbat
action is being taken on this particular recommendation con-
tained in the Equality Now report, and if bie could indîcate
what the current status is of the 1986 Census.

Hon. Jean-Luc Pepin (Minister for External Relations):
Mr. Speaker, I arn sorry. I sec tbat there is no one volunteer-
ing to answer the question, so I will take notice of it.

Mr. Speaker: In the circumstances it is difficuit to have a
supplementary question if the Minister is just taking notice of
it. However, if the Hon. Member feels that hie has a legitimate
supplementary question, I will hear him.

DATA ON RELIGION

Mr. Laverne Lewycky (Dauphin-Swan River): Mr. Speaker,
I wonder if I may ask the Minister who is covering for
Statistics Canada and is taking notice of my question to find
out why the questions related to the religion module are being
dropped, or are proposed to be dropped by Statistics Canada,
wben the recommendations contained in the Equality Now
report recommended the recognition of ail cultural groups. As
well, our own Charter of Rights and Freedoms guarantees the
freedom of religion. I do not feel that this kind of action on the
part of Statistics Canada can be justified.

Hon. Jean-Luc Pepin (Minister for External Relations):
Mr. Speaker, I will be pleased to add a religious dimension to
my inquiry.
