115. Any parliamentary agent who wil-
fully acts in violation of the Standing
Orders and practice of Parliament, or of
any rules to be prescribed by Mr. Speaker,
or who wilfully misconducts himself in
prosecuting any proceedings before Par-
liament, shall be liable to an absolute or
temporary prohibition to practice as a
parliamentary agent, at the pleasure of
Mr. Speaker; provided, that upon the
application of such agent, Mr. Speaker
shall state in writing the ground for such
prohibition.

116. Except as herein otherwise pro-
vided, the Standing Orders relating to
public bills shall apply to private bills.
