'WOUNDED LEFT BEHIND

Trains, Cannon and Munitions
' Fall Into Hands of
Victors.

(RUSSIAN OFFICIAL)

PETROGRAD, Oct. 4—The official
communication from the general staff
headquarters, issued tonight. reads:

“The battle of Augustowo ended yes-
terday, Oct. 8, in a victory for the
Russian arms. The German defeat is
complete. i

“The enemy is at this moment in a
disordered retreat and in flight toward
the Fast Pruseian frontier. The
waliant Russian troups are in close
pursuit, the Germans abandoning in
thelr desperate march trains, cannons
and munitions, not having even time to
gather up their wounded.

“It is already kncwn that the battle
of Augustowo began on Sept. 29 with
a bombardment by the German heavy
artillery in the region of Sopotzkin (gn
the left bank of the River (Niemenm),
followed by an cffensiye movement by
the enemy against thp same fortified
town.
