ple as Germany is doing.
Non-Essential Imports.

Lord Deévonport, who has had long
experience as a successful business-
man, told the house of lords that the
import of non-essential things thru
the Port of London alone reached
$125,000,600 2 year. He proposed total
prohibition of the import of luxuries.
But Lord Crewe replied that such a
step would be impracticable, as many
of the commodities came from allied
nations already suffering commercial
depression, while increases’ of the
goods taxed by tariff would involve an
addition .to the customs establishment
more expensive than the value of the
taxes ~ollected.

Several statesmen have proclaimed
the necessity of keeping up Great
Britain’s general manufacturing as the
best method of trying to balance the
foreign trade. account.
