Mrs. Gooderham was the widow of ghe
late James Gooderham, who was for- |
mwerly a resident of Streetsville, and
who took & great interest in the organi-,
zation. and building of the Credit Vai-|
ley Ralilroad and was a director of the,
same.  On the day the road was opened,
he met with an. accident that-resulted
in his death. !

Mrs. Gooderham took an active part)
in church work and was identified wlthI
the Methodist Church in Canada. For
a number of years she was on the |
boards of the Girls’ Home; Boys’ Home,
The Haven and the Young Women's|
Christian Association. From its earli-
~.est inception Mrs. James Gooderham
was deeply interested in the object and
work of the Woman’s Missionary So-
ciety, and when the women of the Me-
thodist churches in Toronto formed |
themselves into an auxiliary on Jan, 4,|
1882, she became its first president and
wag one of- the charter life membeis. At
the first anniversary of the whole (Do-
minion) society in the fall of 1882, Mrs.
Gooderham was elected president, which
‘office was held by her until she resign-
ed in June, 1897.
