INDEPENDENCE O¥ HAWAIL

Resolution Introduced at 'Wn!n-non for
a Commission.

Washington, D.C. ,May 10.—Representative
Johnson of Indiana ,has introduced a reso-
lution authorizing and. empowering the
President to appoint three commissioners to
meet a like number of commissioners, ap-
pointed on the part of each of the Govern-
ments of Great DBritain, Russia, France,

islands either directly or indirectly.
