McFadden was chosen
foreman of the jury, which ordered a post-
mortem examination and then adjourned
till to-morrow evening.

1t is generally supposed that Mr, Herman
icommitted suicide, but some of his friends
Ithlnk he fell off the pler at the Beach, near
svhere the body was found. He was scen
.on it about 10 o’clock on Tuesday evening.
Only 25 cents was found in his clothes, and
this watech was missing, although. a gold
chain was attached to his vest. Deceasad
was 75 years of age, and at one time was
wealthy, but for some years he has been
in rather stratened circumstances, al-
though his son, Mr.William Herman,mani-
ger of the Buffalo and Cleveland Transit
Co., Cleveland, came to his assistance fre-
guently up to a few menths ago, His wife
‘has been dead about six years. g

FRACAS ON YORK STREET.

Stabbing Affiray and Free Fight on
Sunday Evening—Filled the
Patrol Wagon. .

TONDON NEWS NOTES.

At General Shafter’s headquarters Fri-
day, July 1, 4 p.m.—(By Associated -Press
despatch boat Cynthia.)—General| Shat‘er’s
army has had its baptism of fire, With
desperate courage is has captured the
Spanish works before Santiago, and at this
hour is driving the enemy Into the @!reets
of the city. The victory was' won at
heavy cost In killed and wounded. It is
Impossible to estimate the loss at this writ-
ing.

In some cases every officer in & company
was lost. .

The Spanish loss must have been heavy.
The Spaniards opposing Gen. Lawton's
Division lost in killed, wounded or taken
prisoners 2000 men, and the logs on the
centre.and left must be double that num-
ber. Most of our troops took position dur-
ing the night, although Gen. Bates’ reser-
ves did not come up until morning.

Gen. Lawton’s dlvision, on the extreme
right, supported by Capt. Capron's battery,
(Jen. Kent’s division in the centre and Gen.
Wheeler's division ow the left, supported
by Capt. Grimes’ battery, planted on a hlill,
formed a line which stretched across the
whole width of the basin in which Santiagb
lles, a distance of fully five miles.
Blockhouses and Entrenchments.

Immediately in front of Gen. Lawton lay
Caney, surrounded by block houses and en-
trenchments, and against this point were
the operations directed. Beyond the San
Juan River, 2000 yards before the centre
and left, lay a line of entrenchments a mile
west of the city. These two divislons were
covered by a heavy tangled undergrowth be-
tween the San Juan and the Rio Guama.
On the extreme left, on the heights beyond
Capt. Grimes’ battery, behind which, in the
shelter of an old sugar house, where the
rear cavalry division was masgsed, were
Gen. Duffield’'s Michigan volunteers, who
moved out at daylight over the line of the
rallroad from Siboney.

The Americans had the advantagé of the
sun in the morning, which shone directly
in the enemy's face.

The engagement opened when the fleet
lying outside the entrance to the harbor be-
gan dropping shells into the lower end of
the Spanish earthworks.

This firing, which was entirely by bear-
ings, was not effective.

At 7.20 the land eungagement opened with
firing from Capt. Capron’s battery on the
extreme right, upon toe biockhouse and en-
trenchments Jbetore Caney. This was fol-
lowed quickly by simultaneous attacks by
Gen Chaffeé and Col. Ludlow, wlo occupied
a Hanking position to the north. The
Spandsh reptied with great spirit and nerve
when the American shells burst directly
over their trenches. A few minutes before
8 o'clock, Capt. Grimes opened with his
battery on the heights to the right of the
main redoubt, situated in the ¢entre of the
Spanish line of entrenchments, directly be-
fore the city.

Spanish Reply Was Effective.

The Spanish reply was immediate and
wonderfully accurate. The second or third
of their shells broke over one of Capt.
Grimes’ guns, killing two mes and wound-
ing four. Both the Spanish and American
batteries used shrapnel. The next Spanish
shell ‘burst just beyond the battery -and
riddled a sugar houseé, behind which Col.
Woods' Rough Riders were walting a for-
ward - movement.

It was from these heights that the Eng-
lish, German and Japanese military at-
taches viewed the engagement.

Capt. Grimes’ shells, set for a range of
2800 yards, slightly overshot the mark. 1t
was difficult to lccate the Spanish guus,
as they used smokeléss powder, and in this
the Americans had the worst of it.

Up to this time there had been no in-
fantry near except on the extreme right,
where the Spaniards were being hard pres-
sed by Gens. Cbaffee and Lawton,

View From a Balloon.

About 8.30 a balloon was sent up In front
of the cavalry division, This drew the
first volley from the Spanish entrench-
ments. "Though volley foilowed volley, the
daring officer made a reconnaissance and
got down safely, after having obtained
complete details of the disposition of the
enemy, The advance of the cavalry and
Gen., Kent's division immediately began
along the line of the main road to Santiago.
It was about two hours later before the
American advance began breaking through
the cover in front of the Spanish trenches.
It was met with a murderous hail from
Mauser rifles, which temporarily stayed
the forward movement. The Spaniards had
the range and their practice was good. The
Americans lay on their breasts and poured
volley after volley into them at a range so
close that the opposing lines could see the
whites of each other's eyes. z

Capt. Grimes then reopeped with his
battery, and in the second duel with the
Spanish artillerfsts did much better execu-
tion, planting shell after shell in the first
main redoubt and silencing two guns. The
Spanish gunners then turned their attention
to the United States infantry| and began
dropping shells into the advance guard.

A few minutes afterward Clark's Brigade
and the right of Kent's division made a
gallant charge up the knoll to the north of
the extreme left of the Spanish lines and
took possession of the Hacienda iIn the
shelter of an orange grove, This marked
the beginning of a magnificent charge
through the first line of entrenchments.

Against a Storm of Death.

The cavalry division and Gen, Hawkins’
Brigade charged up the slope. against a
storm of death. It was in this awfal
charge that the Americans were so badly
cut up that they started on a double quick,
but no troops could face such a terrific
fire without annihilation. The Americans
staggered, they threw themselves on the
ground; again they started; again they
prostrated themselves, but on, on, up, up,
they went, until, with a cheer, they sprang
over the tranches dividing  the sides of the
hill checkered with their fallen comrades.
There was hand-to-hand fighting here, in
which an officer of the 24th was macheted
by a Spaniard, but the Spaniards could not
resist the onset of the United States troops,
and they scrambled out of the trenches
and broke over the line of knolls on which
they were situated. Hundreds of the Span-
ish lay dead or wounded in the trenches.
Main Redoubt Carried With s Rush,

The maln redpubt was then carried with
a rush. The two remaining batteries were
then ordered up and with a rattle and clash
Capt. Bates' battery went tearing up the
road, encumbered as it was with a stream
of wounded going to the rear. The battery
got in position. to the- right of the main
Spanish redoubt at 3 o'clock and at 3.03
Capt. Bates sent the first shell, which went
whizzing down the line of entrenchments,
enfilading the enemy murderously.

The American advance line remalned be-
hind the crest of the hills until Capt. Bates
had driven terror into the already beaten
and discouraged enemy.

At this time the American fleet was also
at work. Shortly before this despatch was
written, the United States line again moved
forward and the Spanish began to retreat
into the town, The retreat soon became

a rout and at 5 o'clock an officer just from
the front says the enemy are hopelessly
! beaten.

Gen. Shafter, at his headguarters at the
second crossing of the Rio Guama, had &
constant communication with the tront,

The most critical time was after the
trenches had been taken when the ammul.-
tion run low. Two pack trains loaded with
sliells were got to tne front by Lieutenant
Brooks shortly after 3 o’clock.

The wounded are streaming in.

Message From Shafter.

Washington, D. uly:g.—The followlng

The
President directs me to say that yom have
the gratitude and thanks of the nation for
the brilllant and effective work of your
noble army on Friday, July 1. The sturdy
valor and heroism of officers and men thrill
the American people with pride. The coun-
try mourns the brave men who fell ia bat.
tle. They have added new names to our
roll of heroes. R. A. Alger, Secy. of War.”

Miles Calls It s Draw. i

Gen. Miles sald the result at Santiago ap-
pears to be a drawn battle. He also said
the withdrawal of Gen. Shafter to the high-
lands of Siboney, near the sea, would be
temporary, enabling the troops to rest and
prepare for future work. Gen. Shafter
would probably give up El Caney and the
plain not far from Santiago.

FEELING AT WASHR{\'GTON.

Shafter’'s Despatch Caused a Mom-
entary Wave of Apprehension
‘—Reinforcements Must Go.

Washington, D.C., July 3.—Gen. Shafter's
despatch was filed at noom to-day, after a
Iull of nearly 36 hours in the official infor-
mation from the field. , At first, when It
became known that the American command-
ed had reported the ‘defences so strong that-
it would be Impossible to carry them by
storm with his present force, there wus
momentarily a wave of deep apprebension.
But this was not shared by the military au-
thorities here. All their energies, all their
attention was turned to ineeting the situa-
ton as presented by Gen. Shafter.

it was time for activn, for reinforcements,
and towards the execution of this end,
every effort of the Administration was al-
so turned. But there was another Intima-
tion of different temor coming about the
same time.

The Americ¢an army was not alone feeling
the effect of those ihree days’ shock of
arms. Defin'te, positive information was at
hand that Santiago had been literally torn
to pleces and that there was wreck and
ruin of demolished bulldings. 7

The Spaulsh casualties numbered fully
1000. This was a fitting offset to any qualms
raized by the reports from the American
‘nes. This information came from one of
the foreign comnsuls stationed at Santiago,
who reported to the representative of his
country *in Washington the fearful havoc
witlkia the city, wreught by the Americao
army and fieet.. But the report reaiching
here left no room for doubt as to the seri-
ovsness of this feature. With it was the
further “nct tbat the Spanish csu-ualt es,
even behind epirerchments, ran up to a
thousand, and was equal to that of the fear-
less men swho fought in the open.

With all the light furnished on the sitna-
tion, official and un-official, d rect and in-
direct, 't was apparcnt that each side had
suffered terr'biy. w'th now a period of Iuil
for those in responsibility to measure their
conditions, bury their dead care for their
wounded and prepare for the grave conflict
yet to come.

The President and his war advisers re-
mained calm t™i1oughout the trying experi-
erces of the day  All the!lr attention was
direeted to the takk of preparation. 1t ean
only be said that Gen. Shafter's forces will
be strongly and favorably located, with the
guns of the American warships serving as
an additional protection to their front. Re-
inforcements will be hurried to them, which
will be able for aay emergency, whether
it be storm or siege.

The American plan is for offensive,vigor-
ous action,and with the full resources of men
and arms at the command of the country.
As Gen. Miles sald, 50,000 if need be, will
move on Santiago; if more are needed, then
it will be 75,000. The lesson of Santiago
bhas served only to enkindle a greater é&éar-
nestness throughout - every avenue of offi-
cial life at the National Capital, and there
is a deep set determination to meet heroic
conditions with heroic treatment.

Following the receipt of Gen. Shafter’s
telegram, there was a hurried war coanfer-
ence at the White House. Secreiary Al
ger, accompanied by Gen, Corbin, reached
there a few minutes before 1 o’clock, and
they were immediately closeted -with the
President. The conference lasted for some
time.

Gen. Miles, who was also at the White
House, sald that reinforcements would be
rushed to the assistance of Gen, Shafter,
and, if necessary, these would aggregate
50,000 men, though the general had uno idea
that such a number would by any means
be necessary,

The eombined American and Cuban fcrees
now under the command of General Shaf-
ter amount to approximately, be raid Z5,-
000 men, while those available for tke
Spaniards were probably 32,000 soldiers,
These included, however, the men at Hol-
guin, presumably about 10,000, and the
force under another Spanish general,
amounting to about 8000 men.

The officials hope to rush their reinforece-
ments' to Gen. Shafter, so that there will
be from 32,000 to 35,000 men under Dis
command within the next 10 days, and s09n-
er If it can be arranged.

This is exclusive of the Insurgants, of
whom Gen. Garcia has been able to bring
to Shafter's command approximately 4000.
There were about 15,000 men and officers
in the expedition that set out from Tampa
less than a month ago. These have since
been reinforced by the troops of Brig.-Gen.
Duffield's command, amounting to 2000
men and consisting of the 33rd and 34th
Michigan and the 9th Massachusetts. The
first 1300 of Gen. Duffield's Brigade have
been with Shafter for a week, while the
others have just disembarked.

During the last week a second exped!tion
of large proportions was scheduled to !eave
Tampa, carrying a good portion of Gen.
Suyder's division of the fourth corps as re-
inforcements for Gen. Shafter.. Assistant
Recretary Meikiejohn said to-day that 11
transports were avallable to carry Snyder's
troops, and, while Avithout any official In-
formation on the subject, he assumed that

':;robnbly 5000 of them were now on thelr
way to join those in Santiago Province.

BOMBARDMENT OF MORRO CASTLE

Nine Hours Sampson’s Fleet Pegged
Away at the Fortifications.

Oft Santlago de Cuba, July 2, via Port
Antonio, Jamaica and Kingston, Sunday,
Juiy 3.-~(8.45 am.)—The men of the flag-
ship New York were a tired lot after nine
hours" fighting yesterday, when they turn-
ed out at 4 o'clock this wiorning. At 'H
o'clock the fleet went to general quarters.

The knowledge that Morro Oastle was
not to be spared created much interest, and
the greatest satisfaction among the gun-
ners. Rear Admiral Sampson said to the
correspondent of the Assoclated Press
shortly before the firing ¢»mmenced: .

“General Shafter sent me word last night
that the batteries at the south of the har-
bor had fired on his troops. I am almost
certain that General Shafter s mistaken,
as all our information shows that no guns
bear shoreward. However, I thought It
best to bombard again teday, It will be
useful and may have a moral effect that
will assist the army.”

With the flagship New York leading, the
eastern end of the crescent of the ships
the fleet steamed In shore 2000 yards from
Morro, until In position to enfllade both the
eastern batteries. At 5.46 the firing com-
menced. The sea was smooth and a light
breeme was blowing. Fop fthe first tem
minutes the marksmanship of the Ameri-
can gunners was splendid, one of the easl-
ern batteries being so deadly punished that
not a shot was fired from it during the en-
gagement. A few small sheils from the
western batteries dropped around the ship,
but hit nothing. i

The terrific fusilade of heasy shells from
all the battleships of the United States
navy silenced the fire ffom the shore’ In
short order. One particularly good shot
from the flagship New York sent a ﬁun
of one of the eastern batteries flying high
into the alr and emormous red clouds of
earth and debris rose all around Morro.
The smoke from the ships drifted from
east to west.

Down Came the Spanish Filag.

At 6.30 the firing had become slower and
more deliberate. The Indlana, Oregon and
Massachusetts were signalled to go rignt
in front of the harbor to shell the Punta
Gorda batterles inside on the edstern arm.
They steamed to within a thousand yards
of the shore. The Oregon took a shot at
Morro Castle and down came the Spanish
flag, At sight of this splendid plece of
marksmanship the crews of the different:
ships cheered enthusiastically for several
minutes.

The three battleships thes kept up an in-
cessant fire on the Punta Gorda batteries,
doing great havoc to the fortifications, and
the works In course of construction. Not
a shot came from the enemy.

The other ships contented themselves by
taking occasional shots at Morro Castle. Its
ancient battlements were knocked to pleces
and great holes loomed up in its parapets.

At 7.25 Admiral Sampson holsted the sig-
nal to cease firing, but it was half an hour
before the Oregon had fired her last shot.
As the ships returned to their blockading
stations, two futile shots were fired at

STEREOTTPERS 0N STRIKE.

Publishers Have Combined Against
Them and Thare is a Newspaper
Famine in Chicago.

Chicago, July 2.—The Stereotypers’ Union
have notified the newspaper publishers of
this city that if their demand- for an in-
crease in wages from $3.25 to $4 a day
were not granted, with a reduction of the
hours from eight to seven, and payment of
all overtime at the rate of 75 cents per
hour, with other ennceszloms, they would
refuse to work and go out on sirike,

The publishers at once held a meeting.
They decided that they would not attempt
to get out the jssues of any newspaper ;i
Chieago. .The publishers have drawn up

to the effect that they will not take back
any of the strikers: ‘

The publishers resolved specifically “to re-

fuse the demands of the Btereotypers’
Union; that’in the event of a proposition
to compromise to decline; that in the event
of a strike in any of the departments of
one or more of the Chicago daily news-
papers, the mechanical resources of all
the other offices shall be pooled to the ex-
tent that no newspaper shall be published
unless, and until, all the newspapers can
be published promptly on the same day;
that If such common publication can be
made on any given day or days only by
reducing the number of pages, the morning
papers will all issue the same numwer ot
pages, and In .the case of the evening
papers having to reduce their s'ze below
eight pages, The Daily News need not cut to
less- than eight pages; that the publishers
will not lease or rent their plants, or per-
mit them to be used for the p-rpcse of is-
sulng a newspaper or printed shezt of any
kind.
It was further agrecd tha mo publisher,
or his representatives, shall deal in any
way with organizations Involved in a strike,
put that all negotiations shall be through
the regular committee of the publishers.

“No compromise with the striking stereo-
typers will be made and no proposition for
a compromise will be listened to,” sall
Manager Bowles of The Inter-Ocean. “We
will not take the men back ofi any terms
and will il their places as soon as pos-
sible.”

The news of the sensational sirike was
flashed over the country, and newspapers
fn Milwaukee, Ihdianapolis and St. Louls
have arranged to send fast trains, Inden
with papers, to arrive in Chicago early in
the morning. The newspaper men in Chi-
cago will have an enforced vacation for
one day at least and possibly longer.

REID'S ‘NEWFOUNDLAND R.R

Fast Time Was Made Across the
Island on a Trial Trip.

Steamer to Be Put on Which Will
Make a Great Improvement in
Travel on the Island—Carra‘ a

Montreal, July 3.—(Special.)—Mr. W. D.
Reid, son of Mr. R. G. Re.d of Newfonnd-
land Rallway fame, paid a flying visit to
Montreal on Saturday.” He states they ran
a train through from St. John's to Port
Aux Basqués In 24 hours, the distance
being 530 miles, yet the service will aot
be regularly started before two weeks. It
is Mr. Reid's intention to establish hotels

Some of them wll
be placed on their respec.ive routes next
spring, while the remainder will begin the
service a year later. In three weecks the
Bruce will be taken from the Placentla
route and will make the trip from Yort
Aux Basques to North Sydney in six hours,
giving a tri-weekly service and mall be-
tween the Dominion and the Anclent
Colony.
