Typhoid Fever • Scarce.

So far this year there have 
been 89 cases, against 173 for the same 
period last year. About 20 per cent, of 
the typhoid cases prove fatal.

.summer resorts, where well water Is drunk, 
and in some cases sanitary conditions are 
not as perfect as they should be.
