COREA ON THE DOWN GRADE.

London, April 29.—The Corean Gov-
ernment has passed through another
of those crises which have marked
her recent history with regularity. The
Liberal element, which tried to make
itself heard, was defeated, and today
we see the same condition of affairs
which existed in the days when Corea
thought she could defy all attempts to
civilize her. The prisons are packed
with men who opposed what they be-
lleved to be fatal retrogression. They
have been given no ‘trial or opportun-
ity to speak for themselves. The gov-
ernment is in the hands of the most
conservative element of the land.
