item of business before the afternoon 
session of the second annual convention 
of the Ontario Retail Clothiers' Section 
of the Retail Merchants’ Association, 
which opened yestprday at the King Ed­
ward Hotel. *The convention will con­
tinue for three days.

It was pointed out by President Ed 
Mack in his opening address that the 
ruling of the board of commerce allowed

the mark-up the board has made a rul­
ing on,” said Mr, Mack, "it will become 
law thruout Ontario."

Let us meet It ,ln a cool and un­
selfish manner and not forget that the 
members of the board of commerce are 
gentlemen and. as servants of the gov­
ernment, only doing their duty. It 1» 
up to us to assist them to solve the prob­
lem of the H. C. of L. Insofar as w. 
can, by resolutions or any other means, 
to stop all profiteering and fraudulent 

g in the clothing business.
No Misrepresentation.

■The greatest offender is not the 
merchant who marks his goods at 33 1-3 
per cent, profit and gives 100 per cent, 
value in goods and service for every 
dollar he receives, but the unscrupulous 
merchant who tells the public thru the 
daily press that he Is giving the public 
$40 to $50 suits for $25 and so on. Let 
us adopt 'truth In advertising* as our 
slogan.

"There is also another very Important 
matter—the advisability of not buying 
American goods, and also by cancelling 
what goods we have already bought, or 
compel the American manufacturer to 
stand the major portion of the exchange."

The report presented by " Secretary R. 
P. Fitzpatrick showed that while Lne 
first annual convention was somewhat 
cf a venture, thru the co-operation of 
the leading, manufacturers the conven­
tion was financed, leaving a small credit 
balance of $58.64 on hand.

Feinting out that the association had 
only been organized in Ontario for ono 
year, Mr. Fitzpatrick predicted that a 
Dominion-wide organization would be 
formed within the coming year. He 
stated that there was a growing need 
for this.

"We will fee a force to be reckoned 
with when It comes to laws being en­
acted that tend to handicap us in the 
proper merchandizing of our business, 
but we on the other hand should stand 
ready to co-operate with the government 
on all legislation that we deem fair and 
Just, and oppose It If in our wisdom 
such legislation is not in the best 
terfeste of the country.”

In view of the reported willingness of 
Major Duncan, representing the board 
of commerce, to meet a committee and 
co-operate in arriving at a solution of 
the clothing order for the rest of ‘he 
province outside of Toronto, Mr. Fitz­
patrick suggested that a committee of 
three members bs appointed to meet 
Major Duncan while the convention was 
In session.
