"To my mind,’’ asserts Mr. Zucker- 
rnan, "going to the rescue of these people 
ought to supersede everything else, for 
over hundreds of thousands of them 
hangs the sword of Damocles: and If we 
do not Immediately make efforts «to save 
them, our conscience cannot be satisfied 
that we are partly responsible 
lives that will be lest."

In referring to the food that Is served 
In the public kitchen of fhemowitz—and 
Chernowlu ie cited as fairly represent­
ing the general deplorable conditions, Mr. 
Zuckerman says:,

■ In this cky of Chernowltz there are 
at least 15,000 to 18,000 people who 
must be fed dally; unless Immediate 
assistance is forthcoming, the single pub­
lic kitchen must be closed. At the time 
food Is being distributed, splendid order 
Is maintained—which Is a cause of no 
little wonderment when one considers 
■that every day hundreds of these poor 
people must be turned away without 
food."

The portion of food which Is allowed 
each person at the public kitchen Is a 
little thin bean or potato soup. And this 
must suffice for twenty-four hours.

Of the city population of 100,000, about 
53.000 are Jews.

ment adjusted their weapons so that 
they would emit one long sustained 
buret. The gas was turned on and the

Spurt of fire flashed out, leaving a 
smudge of black where it touched, but 
did not melt the snow.
