"KUROPATKIN WHIPPED

General Oku’s Army Alone Cap-
tured 25 Guns, While Enemyj|
Was Repuised With Heavy
Slaughter All Along
the Line.

No appreciable progress has heen made
in the projected advance southward
of the Russian army under
Kuropatkin since the initial suc-
cess of the movement in the cap-
ture of Bentsiaputze. Fighting of .
the most stubborn description con-
tinues along practically the entire
front. Field Marshal Oyama re-
ports the capture of 30 guns from
the Russians and claims distinct
success in forcing the Russians "0
retire from some of their advanced
positions. Gen. Kuropatkin's re-
port to Emperor Nicholas is couch-
ed in guarded terms and claims no-
thing in the way of accomplished
results. Reports from the Russian
military commander at Port Arthur
show that the Japanese have
brought a shell to bear upon the
inner fortress. The garrison, how-
ever, is“represented to be hopeful of
