FORD GETSSOME

WILL PRESENT A BILL FOR'
PREVENTION OF USURY

Washington, Dec. 28—The .banking
and currency committees of Congress are
preparing to work out out soon after
the holidays a law' to prevent usury.

Several bills have been introduced,
one - by : Senator Gore of Oklahoma,
which proposes that every national bank-
ing association shall keep a schedule un-
der regulations of the treasury, showing
the rate of interest charged on any loan,
discount, note or other evidence of debt
and that all excessive interest charges
be reported 'to the attorney-general by
the comptroller of the currency.

The attorney general would institute
proceedings against offending banks to
recover the amount of excessive inter-
est. Offenders also would be liable to
damages to the government for an
amount equal to the excess charges.
