His brother, Bert Punter is thirty-one
years of age, is in his fourteenth year of
service and held the post of captain of
torpedo tubes. He was with the Goliath
when she assisted in the bombardment
of Dar-es-salam, a German port on the
east coast of Africa, in January and
came through safely. Since then Mr.
Punter has not heard from his brother.

Mr. Punter comes of a naval family,
for in addition to his brother Dert, he
has another brother, Charles H., on the
active reserve in England, while he him-
self, also, has a long experience with
the British navy.
