Rei R. P. McKim Expresses His
Solemn Belief— Rev. Mr. Kuhr-

ing Opens Subject on Report of
Committee on Bishop's Charge

A discussion marked by intense seri-

usness and deep feeling occurred at thisl

morning’s session of the Anglican synod
arising from the report of the standing
committee on Bishop Richardson’s

charge and in particular a section of the
i report expressing agreement with the
/ pronouncement on the matter of Chris-
tian unity,

Rev. G: A. Kuhring started the dis-
cussion with a frank statement - that
while yieldihg fullest respect to the bis-
hop, he could not agree with him in the
matter of the exchange of pulpits with
clergymen of other denominations and
pressed for greater liberty in this mat-
ter. Rev. R, P, McKim took the same
stand, saying that the pronouncement
had inspired disappointment and dis-
trust among their brethren of other de-
nominations. Dr. W. S, Carter also hoped
that the clergy of the Anglican church
would be able to take a more active part
in the movement towards unity than this
interpretation might admit.

His Lordship explained that he had
expressed_his own convicitions on a mat-
ter of church law which he could not
change. His pronouncement had been

The difficulty finally was solved by
the adoption of an amended preamble
which did not commit the synod to
agreement with the ' bishop’s interpre-
tation of the rules.

The business session continues this af-
ternoon and this evening the delegates,
with their hosts and hostesses will be
the, guestgt of Sir Douglas and Lady
Hazen at their home. The general ses-
sions will continue tomorrow and Fri-
day is left open for unfinished business.

When the session began, the secre-
tary reported that the delegates regis-
tered included sixty-two clergy and
sixty-eight laymen. Never before, he
said, had there been more laymen than
clergy present, the previous record being
forty-four.

The report of the standing committee
on the bishop’s charge was presented
by Canon Neales as follows:

(1) It is with gratitude that your
committee hears of the filling of spme
of the vacant missions and of the prom-
ising outlook generally of the work of
the church in the diocese,

(2) We share Your Lordship’s con-
cern regarding the sadly inadequate sup-
ply of candidates for the sacred min-
istry, and we urge all parish priests to
‘ to their young men, and in par-

dpmal
§ ticular to those returning from the war,

to enlist in the ranks of the church’s
ministry.

(8) We further most emphatically
set before the laymen of the church their
duty to provide a living wage for all who
are giving their lives to the work of the
ministry.

(4) We note with pleasure the intro-
duction into several dioceses of the bud-
jet system for dealing with the various
appeals made by the general synod, and
we recommend the diocese to adopt this
system.

(6) . We find ourselves in hearty ac-
cord with Your Lordship’s pronounce-
ment on the subject of Christian unity,
and we strongly recommend:

(a) , A greater and more persevering
use of opportunities for united interces-
sion.

(b) . The cultivation of more cordial
relations with the members of other re-
ligious bodies with a view to a mutual
understanding. .

(¢) The co-operation with them in all

. matters of social service.
Exception by Rev, Mr. Kuhring

Rev. G. A. Kuhring did not agree with
His Lordship on the pronouncement that
clergy of the church ‘should neither per-
mit clergy of other denominations to
preach in their churches, nor themselves
to speak in other churches. He referred
_to notable exceptions to this attitude and
said that such a stand would be a ser-
ious barrier to the progress of the church
union movement. The united service in
Trinity had been most inspiring; they
knew that the spirit of God was poured
out on them that day and that a rap-
proachment had been made. The adop-
tion of the bishop’s stand would throw
back the progress of years in the union
movement., If he felt that he could
preach only in St. John’s church, he
would feel it his duty to resign his
commigsion in order that he might preach
the gospel anywhere. (Hear, hear). He
wanted the spirit of liberty as wide as
possible, and he did not think a major-
ity of Presbyters in this synod could be
‘found to condemn him for preaching
elsewhere, and he was sure the provin-
cial synod of Canada would support
him. He spoke of the effect of such a
stand on the men returning from the
war, where they had learned a practical

be impressed by an attitude such as this.

Rev. R. P. McKim said that the terms
of the charge had caused disappoint-
ment and aroused a, feeling of suspicion
among these brethern in other churches.

soon, and that He had been grieved by |
His followers contending among them-'
selves who should be the greatest. He
made an eloquent plea, marked with
deep feeling, for closer unity leading |
towards a final absolute reunion. He}
said the church was losing its opportu-
nity because of lack of unity. He was
glad that he had followed what had
been done by some of the greatest men
of the church.

Hensley Henson, who gave to each
clergyman the right to preach when a.nd{1
where he felt called. He hoped there |
would be some way to correct the im-
pression which had gone forth.

Dr. W. S. Carter said all agreed with:
the bishop on the principle of Christian
unity but they wanted a clearer under- |
standing on the subject of the partici-
pation of the clergy in the union move-
ment. He hoped that the clergy of the
church would be able to take their part
in this great movement,

Canon Armstrong moved in amend-.
ment to the report that the section
should read as follows: “In the matter
of church unity we rejoice heartily in
the spirit of unity abroad in the land'
and in every ‘effort to that end and we
recommend (as in original section.)

Statement By Bishop. !

His lordship said his charge repre-'
sented his convictions arrived at after,
twenty years of thought on the subject.
It said exactly what he meant. He'was
making no restrictions, he was merely
expressing his judgment on the sub-|
ject. They had a right to disagree;
they could challenge his logic or his
judgment, but they could not expect
him to say anything not based on his
convictions.

There rested on the bishop the re-
sponsibility of deciding when the rules
should be departed from; he was ready
to do so when, he decided that the cir-
cumstances demanded it. He had not
referred to authorized exchanges of pul-
pits, but only to the free and general
interchange without permission. He
viclded to none in his desire for Chris-.
tian unity. When the church was_pre-
pared to deal with that law of the
church he was fully prepared to accept
the ruling made.. He did not believe
that the words of his charge would do
a bit of harm. He believed that the
first step towards union was a frank
recognition of the difficulties in the way.
He challenged anyone to point to any-
thing in the charge which showed lack
of respect -for the separated. brethern;
his emphasis had been on the short-
comings of his own church.

of Fiume, within the boundaries of the
Ttalian kingdom. Fiume is by situation
and by all the circumstances of its de-
velopment not an Italian, but an inter-
national port serving the countries to
the east and north of the Gulf of Fiume.

“Just because it is an international

,port and cannot with justice be subor-

dinated to any one sovereignty, it is
my clear judgment that it should enjoy
a very considerable degree of genuine
autonomy, and while it should be in-
cluded no doubt within the customs sys-
tem of the new Jugo-Slavic state, it
should nevertheless be left free in its
own interest and in the interests of the
states lying about it, to devote itself to
commerce which
naturally and inevitably seeks an outlet
or inlet at its port.
