From'100,000 to 200,000 per-
tons were massed/at the Néw York term-
mal before the jam was relieved.

Many passengers in the crowded trains,
which pulled into the terminal juat as the
lames became threatening, were forced to
shimb out of the wmdowﬂ and many’ wo-
amen were in a panic. The underground
:rains were 80 choked with crowds at the
time, that probably 20,000 pemsons walk-
¢d the mile long bridge in the rain. -

ber of deputies to cope with the situa-
tion. With these precautions taken the

Hotel Men’s Association announced today {-

that the idea of calling on the governor
for the National tiuard had been aban-
doned.

Officers of the International Hotel Work-
ers Uniom estimated that 4,000 waiters
and kitchen helpers were out.

T.ast night there was serious rioting in
which bhotel windows were broken and
sidewalks.
This has had the effect of clinching the
liotel men’s determination not to yield to
the strikers’ demands. Many of’ the big
hotels arée crippled, but non-union help is
being engaged wherever possible.

The first clash today occurred at the
Hotel Cadillac where fifty employes, who
had walked out yesterday, attempted to
storm the dining room. The police arrest-
ed a Hungarian head waiter in command
of the strikers, and the crowd dispersed
without carrying out their design.

At strike headquarters a /band of wait-
ers were greeted by -this netice, written
on a huge blackboard: ‘“Boycott the saloon
on the corner because the boss would not
bail out leader, Charles Tosca, when he
was arrested last night because he could
not go to the station house in a taxi-
cab.”

When the men saw this they started
for the saloon, but it was locked up.

TWO DROWNED AS
STEAMER AND BARK
CRASH TOGETHER

London, Jan. 25—The mail steamer Prin-
cess Clementine had a narrow escape from
disaster in the English Channel last night,
while crossing from Ostend to Dover. The
vessel came into collission with the Nor-
wegian bark Heimdal, which was so badly
damaged that she became waterlogged. The
second officer and one seaman of the
steamer were drowned. The steamer’s
bows were badly damaged.

CITY COURT ACT.

The proposed changes in the City Court
Act as outlined in the synopsis of the re-
vised bill published in the Times yesterday
have been received with general satisfac-
tion by the members of the legal profes-
sion of the city, and also by merchants
and business men who have occasion to
use the court. The changes suggested are
recognized as filling requirements which
have long existed, and will be welcomed
by those doing business with the court.
It is reported, however, that some of the
changes are not so eagerly welcomed by
the constables, and there is some talk of
their uniting to protest against some of
the provisions of the bill.

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SHARP ABOUT IT

Treatment of Philippines in’ Mat'te'r‘ of
I'lemp Duty Makes Interesting Read-
ing in Tariff Committee - Report--Our
Collars and Cuffs (

Washington, D. C.,' Jan. 25—Treatment
meted out by United States government
to the Philippines was called sharply into
question by Chairman Underwood at yes-
terday afternoon’s session of | the house
cdommittee on ways and means E.°D.
Metcalf, of Aburn, N. Y., president of
the Columbian Rope Co., had appealed to
the committee to vetain manilla hemp on
the free list, and to allow the duty..on
cables and cordage to remain as at pres-
ent.

In the course of his appeal he mentioned
that the Philippines imposed an. export
duty on Manila hemp, but in the case of
importation 'into the United States the
duty was refunded. When exports were
made to other countries from the Philip-
pines, no refund wae made, and Mr. Met-

calf asked for retention of the refund as
at present.

' ‘But the chairman’immediately let it be
seen that he had no sympathy with the
whole position. The first article of the
United States constitution wrovides that
“no tax or duty ehall be laid on articles
exported from any state,” and Mr. Un-
derwood questioned whether the spirit, at
any rate, of the constltutlon was not being
disregarded.

“Do. you think it fan' for the govern-
ment. of this country;” he asked the wit-
ness sharply. “to levy a tax ‘on the pro-
ducts of the Philippines, and then put the
tax into the pocket of the American manu-
facturer?”’ "

Mr. Metcalf, while not defending the
duty in principle, argued that the Unit-
ed States consumer reaped the benefit of
the refund.

London, Jam 25—The long awalted first
report of Radium Institute of London
was published yesterday in the British
Medical Journal,. It:indicates that in ad-

nant conditions, such as birth-marks, es-
zema and tubercular 'glands, radium often
cures ' and ' almost always improves the

health ‘of patients suffering from cancer of
the deadly type.

The following summary is given of pa-
tients treated:- Apparently cured, 53; cur-
ed, '28; improved, 245; not improved, 70;
abandoned treatment, 88; dead, 55.

The term “apparent cure,” the report
explains, when used in relation to cases
of cancer, means that all traces of the or-
iginal di have di red, that there
are no signs of any recurrence, and that
the patients eo far as can be“determined,
are free from any.indication or symptoms
of the &isease. The “abandoned- treat-
ment”’ group includes those cases in which
the patient had to leave London and those
who could not afford to travel repeatedly
from the country to the inetitute.
