MEET WOMEN'S' IDEAS

Direct Sale to the Peeple by The
Farmers Their Plan for Cheaper
Living ‘

.

Calgary, May 27—The recently or-
anized Consumers’ League, comy osed
f upwards of 8,000 women of Calgary,

lower prices on necessities.

The women believe that a big public
market, centrally located, and properly
supplied with adequate trackage facili-
ties; a place designated so that the
farmer can deal direct with the house-
wife, thus eliminating the middleman
and théreby abolishing the latter’s pro-

tion of the high cost of living problem.

For the first time in Canada,-a com-
mittee of housewives met another com-
mittee composed exclusively of farmers,
and decided that the producer and the
consutner have been too far apart, and
that as far as Calgary is concerned they
will become better acquainted in a busi-
ness sense. The public market scheme
was resolved upon as being the quickest
means to the desired end, and the con-
ference broke up with ‘the representa-
tives of each committee committed to the
policy of a municipal public market.

The co-operation of the city council
has been secured. A site in the business
centre of the city has been promised and
funds supplied for the construction of
a market after the women’s ideas.
