Dr. J. D. Ross Passed Away 
During the Early 

Morning

Berne, Switzerland, March 31—The final 
obstruction to the Loetchberg tunnel, 
through the Bernese Alps was pierced by 
the laborers at 1.30 o’clock this morning, 
after five and a half years of work and 
the expenditure of $20,000,000., The tunnel, 
which is the third lonegst in Europe, meas­
ures approximately pine miles.

With the completion of this tunnel, 
which was planned to give the Simplon 
tunnel railway line a direct connection 
with the railways which traverse Switzer­
land from north to south, there will be 
a direct through route from Milan to 
Berne and thence to Calais arid Boulogne. 
The distance from Milan to Calais by this 
route will be about 675 miles, or nearly 
eighty miles less than the existing 
routes. The turinfel Will be double track­
ed throughout. '

Starting then with the year 1911 Easter 
Sunday and all the so-called movable feasts 
and dates dependent upon them would be 
fixed so as to fall in every year on the 
same day of the same month, as well as 
on the same day of the week. April 14 
would then and always be Easter Sunday 
and Christmas Day, December 25, would al­
ways fall on Monday. Each day of the 
month also would always fall on the same 
day of the week.

To provide for leap year, a bank holi­
day to be called “Leap Year day” would 
in leap years be inserted between June 30 
and Dec. 1. As in the case of New Year’s 
Day, in the proposed system, this would 
net count as a day of the week, the month 
or the quarter.

The proposals have been embodied in a 
bill which is now before the house of com­
mons, having been introduced by Robert 
Pearce, M. P., who attracted attention in 
connection with the proposal to save day­
light by periodically setting the clocks of 
the kingdom to fit the season.

London, Mar. 31—The British govern­
ment is taking immediate steps to ascer­
tain the views of the commercial commu­
nity of the kingdom on the question of re­
vising the calendar so that a given date 
shall always fall on the saine clay of the 
week. Inquiries will be set afoot by the 
board of trade, which is supported in the 
matter by the) foreign office and the home 
office.

The action is taken in consequence of an 
invitation from the Swiss government to 
take part in an international conference. 
That invitation is in turn, the result of a 
proposal approved by an international con­
gress of chambers of commerce sitting in 
London.

The proposal of the calendar reforms are 
that the first day of the year shall be a bank 
holiday called “New Year’s Day.” which 
shall not count of the week, of the month 
or of the quarter.

This leaves for the rest of the year 364 
days. This number divides exactly into 
four equal parts of ninety-one days each, 
and into fifty-two weeks of seven days each. 
Each quarter would thus contain exactly 
thirteen weeks.

Ross, which occurred this morning at hid 
home, comer of Lutz and Queen streets. 
Although he had reached the allotted span 
of life, yet Dr. Ross was remarkably ac­
tive for his years, and was daily; seen / 
about the city attending to his practice.
He was apparently in his usual health yes­
terday and when he retired last night he 
seemed to be in good spirits and the mem* 
hers of his household had no thought ol 
death.

At 5.30 o’clock this morning Dr. Ross' 
was found dead in his bed, having passed 
away a little before. The shocking dis­
covery was made by his niece, Miss Howe, 
who had heard him stirring in his room.

Dr. Ross was a native of Nova Scotia, 
but came to Moncton when the town was 
in its infancy, and he had resided here 
ever since, enjoying in his younger days 
a very large practice. He was the senior 
practitioner in Moncton and had an in­
teresting career. He was bom in, Pictow 
in Octobet, 1839. He was a son of Rev. 
James Ross, D. D., a former principal of 
Dalhousie College, and a grandson of Rev.
Dr. Duncan Ross, one of the earliest 
Presbyterian missionaries sent out from 
Scotland to Nova Scotia.

Dr. Ross was educated in Pictou and 
West River Seminary. He went to Phila­
delphia and then to Harvard, graduating 
from the latter institution in 1862. He 
later took a course in medicine and surg­
ery in Edinburgh University. Returning 
to his native province, he practiced for a 
time in Dartmouth, and aided in the es­
tablishment of the Halifax Medieal School, 
being demonstrator of anatomy in that in­
stitution for the first t*o years of its ex­
istence.

Dr. Ross married, in 1870, Ruth, daugh­
ter of R. N. B. McLellan, of Londonderry,
N. S., who survives him. He was not only 

distinguished member of his profession, 
but as a citizen of Moncton he held a 

- large place in the hearts of the people 
in consequence of his genial and kindly 
nature and charitable deeds.

Dr. Ross was the father of the Moncton 
Hospital. For many years prior to the 
start in hohpital work he was an ad­
vocate of such an institution as a means 
of relieving more particularly the suffer­
ings of the poor.

Dr. Myers was called to Dr. Roes' resi­
dence at time his death was discovered at 
5.30, but Dr. Ross had passed beyond all 
human aid sometime before he arrived.

In answer to Mr. Powell, the witness 
submitted percentages he had worked out, 
showing depreciation in connection with 
the St. John exchange, as follows :—Poles 
and attachments, 8 to 9 per cent.; 
doits, 2 1-2; underground cable 6 per cent; 
ferial cables 12 p. e.; switchboard, 8 p. c.; 
telephones, 10 per cent. ; equipment, 15 per 
cent.; building, 2 per cent.

Mr. Powell said if the depreciation had 
been going on at this rate the plant would 
be practically wiped out at this time.

Some of the most striking clauses n the 
confession are:

The church protest against undue desire 
for wealth, untempered pursuit of gain, 
the immoderate exaltation of riches.

A more equitable distribution if the pro­
ducts of industry ought to be made ^uch 
that it can be approved by the Christian.

We realize that some poverty ié due to 
vice, idleness or intemperance, but, . n 
the other hand, we hold that much is due 
to preventable disease, uncompensated ac­
cidents. lack of proper education, unem­
ployment and other conditions for which 
society is responsible and which society 
ought to seek to remove.

We believe in the maintenance of a 
standard of living. We believe that, when­
ever possible, the man should be Zed to 
earn these for himself and for those de­
pending upon him, but that whenever, 
through old age, accident, sickness, or 
other incapacity, the family or individual 
is unable to become self-supporting, society 
should make adequate provision for them.

The boy 
made a brave fight’ for life, and in his 
struggles wrenched one hand free from the 
ropes which bound it.
