The wind was now
coming very freshly and the vessel was
being steered right before it. At 4.30
all hands were furling the foretop sail
and topgallant sails when the foresail
blew out of the bolt ropes. The head
sails refused to yield as the foresail did,
and the fury of the wind carried away
the jibboom, which in turn snapped off
the foretop mast and topgallant mast.
All the men were either thrown into the
sea or flung to the deck in the dismantled

geing.

Eight of them—George Bruhm of
Copenhagen, Thomas Gaul of Austria,
Kon Frosberg of Sweden, O. Olsen of
Germany, C. H. Ludwig of Germany,
Charles Fleming of Richmond, Va., Ole
Olsen of Norway and a German sailor
named Winvrin—all went overboard
and were never seen afterward.
