For which reason it 
seems as if it would be vastly more 
respectful to the great historic faiths not 
to examine them in our time toe curious­
ly, or try to ascertain exactly how much 
life each article has left in it. The best 
thing to be done with “a creed outworn” 
is to let it alone. The more it is debated, 
the more it crumbles.

New York Evening Poet.
The discussioL now going on in the 

New York Presbytery, as well as in the 
Presbeteries of other places, over the pro­
posal to revise the Westminster Confes­
sion of Faith is extremely interesting 
even to those who do not belong to the 
denomination, because it distinctly 
marks a change of'a very startling 
character in the nature and objects of 
church creeds. A creed is. what a cer­
tain number of people believe to be true 
in religion, politics, or science. But un­
til pow the creeds of certain religious 
denominations, the Roman Catholic 
church for one, and the Calvinist or 
Presbyterian church for another, haW 
not only contained what the members df 
those bodies respectively accepted as 
true, but what, as they held, all rther 
men were also ytjnd to accept as true, 
on pain of « tetnal oammAront- Both the 
Catholic church and ..«» “Ckfviniétic 
churches have been, as eveiybbcfy knows 
very firm in insistitig-ihat the deliberate 
and persistent rejection of certain state­
ments preambled by them in the form df 
articles of faitM, by any person whatso­
ever, learned or ignorant, would be fol­
lowed at least by <xqlusion from heaven 
after death, or in otfcer words, that a 
man’s salvation depended oil fclfl' opra1 
ions concerning his relations to the 
Creator.

The Westminster Confession even goes 
further than this. It declares that a cer­
tain number (“some”) of “angels and 
men” are without reference to their opin­
ions, and merely for “the manifestation 
of God’s glory,” “foreordained to ever­
lasting death” (chap. iii). It also de­
clares that “others not elected, oven 
though they be called by the ministry of 
the word, and have some common opera­
tions of the Spirit, cannot truly come to 
Christ,” aud “cannot be saved.” Much 
less can they be saved who do not “pro­
fess the Christian religion, be they never 
so diligent to frame their lives according 
to the light of nature and the law of that 
religion they profess, and to assert and 
maint tin that they may is very pernicious 
and to be detested” (chapter x.). Chap, 
xxv. says that outside “the visible 
church”—that is, outside “the number of 
those that profess the true religion—there 
is no ordinary possibility of salvation.”

Now, all these affirmations and a great 
many others of the same sort, were when 
they were made and embodied in the 
confession, intended to be affirmations of 
facts of the universe, and were accepted 
as such by members of the Presbyterian 
church. They were not presented as 
things which anybody might believe or 
reject at his option, or as “pious opin­
ions” simply, or even as strong probabili­
ties. They were produced as part and 
paacel of Divine order, which a man 
could no more safely disregard than he 
could safely disregard the law of gravi­
tation or the succession of day and night.

It is now proposed to change the creed 
in various particulars. The reports of 
the discussion made in the newspapers 
are meagre and we therefore do not ven­
ture to rely on them for details. But 
we believe it is correct to say that in the 
arguments for revision the confession 
is not treated as the early church treat­
ed it—as a list of divine truths which 
could not be rejected without peril but 
simply as a list of things which 
certain persons believed in the seven­
teenth century but which nobody 
in the nineteenth century is bound 
—tniiigye untess ne pleases, zor luuiaui-e 
the committee appointed to report on the 
revision recommended that the third 
chapter be so altered that nothing shall 
be said about the predestination of some 
men to everlasting death; that the fate 
of non-elect infants shall be either passed 
over in silence, or that they shall be 
made participants in the salvation 
allowed to elect infan is and that provis­
ion be made for the salvation of such 
heathens as may show themselves worthy 
of it by their walk and conversation—a 
class which the confession expressly pre­
scribes aud for whom, in fact, it forbids a 
word to be said.

On the old theory of the nature and 
objects of a creed, these changes could 
only be justified by showing that they 
were made in consequence of some fresh 
revelation, through recognized theologi­
cal channels, touching the methods of 
Divine government; that is, in the Pres­
byterian view, through some important 
addition, previously unknown, to the one 
source of religious truth—the Scriptures, 
or some new and indisputable interpre­
tation of the existing canon. But noth­
ing of this sort is alleged. What is 
said is that these changes mnst be made 
because the original doctrines enun­
ciated in the Confession are “unpreach- 
able,” meaning either the ministers no 
longer believe them, or that the congre­
gations will no longer listen to them. In 
the nineteenth century, it is maintained, 
people will not believe, no 
says it, that non elect infants are damned, 
or that good heathens or sceptics have no 
chance of salvation, no matter how pure 
there lives, or how earnestly they may 
strive for the light; that these things 
were all very wed for the seventeenth 
century, but that in our day such doc­
trines are too repulsive for popular ac­
ceptance.

This, it will be seen at a glance,reduces 
a church creed very much to the place 
of a political platform. Truth is none 
the less truth because it is unpalatable 
or unpleasant. The facts of theology are, 
or ought to be, just as imperious as the 
facts of natural science. Unwillingness 
to believe a thing because it would, if 
true, be inconvenient or disagreeable, or 
shock a prejudice, is in all other domains 
of human thought or activity accepted 
as evidence of unfitness for any serious 
process of ratiocination, or even for the 
orderly conduct of life. The utilitarian 
arguments, or “police argument,” as some 
have called it, for the truth of Chritiani- 
ty—the good it has done to the world, 
and the damage its extinction would be 
to human society—has always been open 
to this grave objection. If there be any­
thing we learn with certainty touching 
the government of the universe through 
experience ot the course of nature, 
it is that law takes no account of human 
likes or dislikes.

Consequently a creed which simply 
professes to express popular opinion 
upon certain topics at certain periods, 
and which is, therefore, open to change 
at greater or less intervals to suit the 
changes in popular taste or feeling, may 
be a useful kind of creed, but it is not 
the kind of cieed on which the great 
religions of the world were founded and 
to which the leading churches owe their 
existence. Tocqueville, in one of his 
letters to a friend who had written to 
him of the “progressive Catholicism,” of 
which there was as much talk in 1854 as 
now, said, “I share your feelings about 
tho impertinence of progressive Catholi- 
< ism, It is 
from the question of faith. A religion 
is absolutely true or absolutely 
false. How can it make progress? As 
you very justly remark, the progress 
must he in the application and not in 
the doctrine. This is just as true of other

Notice to the Public.Defect In Educational System.
Perhaps the most serious defect of the 

system of liberal education now preva­
lent in the United States is its lack of a 
truly progressive character. It is full of 
fits and starts, It is too disjointed and 
fragmentary. This is partly because 
there are no settled principles of pro­
cedure, fixing the order and amounts of 
the studies; and partly because there is 
no power which can- secure teachers that 
know precisely what they are expected, 
fitted and permitted to teach. The con­
sequence is that the different years of 
school life too much resemble the differ­
ent successive sessions of our legisla­
tures. Milton sonu-where describes the 
process of legislation as “hatching a lie 
with the heat of jurisdiction.” Fortun­
ately, the process also consists in killing 
the brood of lies already hatched by pre­
vious legislation. Now the process of 
education in this country is by no means 
so bad in this regard as the process of 
legislation; but in certain respects the 
former too much resembles the latter.— 
Professor George Trumbull Ladd, of 
Yale college, in Scribner.

world there were large losses, and they 
then, like whipped children, went crying 
to the Government for more protection, 
hut the Goverernment wisely abstained 
from doing anything for them, and they 
were quite right in doing so, as the peo­
ple of this country are deeply interested 
in having their breadstufls at at least 
fair prices in comparison with others. 
Not only are the inhabitants of our east- 

provinces deeply interested, b t also 
those of our great cities, Toronto for in­
stance, with her population of 200,000, 
and our other large manufacturing towns 
of which we have got such a number, 
since the advent of a National
Policy, a policy that gives 
our farmers a home market,
which takes their wheat at from five to 
ten cents higher than an export price. 
I can remember quite well, sir, when 
buyers of wheat thought they were doing 
well when they paid within five to eight 
cents of the Toledo price, and^ 1 
farmers are
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more, but at that time we had no Na­
tional Policy, and no manufacturing towns 
and in consequence a very small home 
market, and while we have this market 
preserved to us, our farmers will always 
get a high price for their wheat in com­
parison with outside markets, which is 
proved by the fact.that our millers after 
losing 10 to 25 cents per bushel on wheat 
in 1888 (and the loss would have been a 
great deal heavier had they not had a 
home market to sell it in), are now pay­
ing after such an experience 5 to 10 cents 
more than an export price, and which 
they will continue to pay as they are 
bound to have their supplies before they 
will let the exporter buy, and which is 
as high a price as our consumers will 
stand.

This letter appears to us to be a con­
clusive answer to the demande of the 
millers for a higher rate of duty in flour, 
proving as it does that they alone ate 
to blame for the losses they have sus­
tained. It is certainly not the duty of 
the government to protect the millers 
against their own folly.

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THE FLOUR DUTY-
It is reported from Ottawa that the 

millers have been interviewing the gov­
ernment with a view to obtain an in­
crease in the duty on flour to one dollar 
a barrel and that they left with the idea 
that the government intend to acquiesce 
.n their request. We trust that the 
millers are entirely mistaken in their 
views as to the intentions of the govern­
ment, for in oar opinion they could not do 
a more unwise thing than to increase 
the duty on flour. At the present time 
the rate of duty, as every one known, is 
50 cents a barrel while the duty on wheat 
is 15 cents a bushel. The millers com­
plain that when they have to import 
wheat for grinding, the duty on the 
wheat required to make a barrel of flour 
is higher than the duty on the flour it­
self. Rut if this Is the case and if they 
are suffering from this cause it would be 
more proper for them to seek to have 
the duty on wheat reduced than 
the duty on flour increased. 
Last year Canada imported 1,724,985 
bushels of wheat, but only 15,167 bushels 
of this wheat was entered for home con­
sumption and on it $2,275 of duty was 
paid. Of flour 258,813 barrels valued at 
$1,000,301 were imported for home con­
sumption, on which $129,407 of duty was 
paid. During the year 490,905 bus..els 
of w heat, the produce of Canada were 
exported, in addition to 131,181 bar­
rels of flour valued at $646,068. These

THE EXTRADITION TREATY-
There seems to be a pretty strong 

opinion current that the new extradition 
treaty with the United States, the full 
text ol which we published yesterday, 
will be promptly ratified by the United 
States Senate and will becoipe effective. 
This Is a result greatly to be desired for 
the state of affaire with reference to ex­
tradition has been most unsatisfactory 
for a long time. Since 1842, when the 
old extradition treaty was made, there 
have been many attempts to obtain a 
better treaty, but for one cause or another 
they all have failed. The treaty which 
was rejected last year by the Senate was 
opposed mainly because it contained a 
clause covering the cases of men who 
blew np public buildings by dynamite - r 
other explosives, such crimes being in 
the view of some of the senators political 
offences. The present treaty contains no 
such provision, but there is a section ex­
pressly excluding offenders of a political 
character from the operation of the treaty. 
At some future time an attempt to define 
the precise meaning of this clause may 
give rise to much difficulty. Within the 
past twenty-five years two presidents of 
the United States have been assassinated, 
for political reasons, yet would Wilkes, 
Booth or Guiteau have been properly 
considered as political offenders. Booth 
might perhaps have been removed from 
the operation of such a treaty on the 
ground that a civil war was going on at 
the time when he committed his crime, 
but surely Guiteau was nothing more 
than a common assassin. Yet under this 
treaty it is not quite clear that Guiteau 
could have been extradited.

The satisfactory feature of the new 
treaty is that it will prevent for the fut­
ure Canada becoming a hiding place for 
dishonest bank officials and others who

figures show that Canada produc­

The sole basis of the complaint of the 
millers seems to be that during a year 
when the crop is short in Canada, they 
cannot import American wheat and 
grind it for consumption in Canada with 
profit They now modestly ask that the

We do not believe that the govern­
ment ought to assist the millers to do 
this. Some months ago, when the mat­
ter came up for discussion in the press, 
it was shown pretty clearly that the 
trouble with the millers was that there 
were too many of them. During the 
past few years the whole system of grind­
ing wheat has been, changed, many new 
mills of immense size have been 
erected and in others new machinery has 
been introduced, so that the small mills 
are being gradually crushed out These 
men, instead of going out of a business, 
in which they cannot compete with the 
big millers, now swell the chorus in a de­
mand that another fifty cents a barrel be 
, tided to the price of flour,by the imposi­
tion of an additional duty. Last October, 
when it became evident what line of

thus be relieved of an undesirable class

policy the millers would adopt, a Mr. W. 
T. Emery, writing from Port Burwell to 
the Toronto Empire, threw a good deal of 
light on the difficulties of the millers. 
We quote a part of his letter:—

I have been connected with the grain 
trade, and to a certain extent with the 
mi ling interest for the last thirty years, 
and, in my opinion, the Government is 
quite right in not further increasing the 
duty on wheat or flour, as tbe millers are 
themselves to blame if they do not make 
money on the staple article of the coun­
try, especially so, us this country 
produces a sur. lus of the raw material,and 
everything points to that surplus being 
increased yearly. In fact it is conceded 
that we have the best w heat country in 
the world, which is proved by the 
that our Manitoba wheat brings the high­
est price of any wheat in the world, and 
the yield per acre is larger, and being in 
that position, why should we ask for an 
increase in the duty?

It is to be hoped that the change of 
proprietorship in the Toronto Globe will 
result in a change in the character of its 
utterances, but we fear that there is 
but little hope of that. Of late the Globe 
has labored hard to disgust the people 
of Canada with the social and political 
conditions under which they live, and 
to sever Canada from the British Empire. 
Under its new proprietors it may do 
better; it can hardly do worse.

from interior parts of the country 25 
cents, which leaves the wheat in this 
country worth, without profit to the ex- 
poi ter, 75 to 78 cents per bushel. Now, 
look at the price millers are paying for 
it which is, when it is delivered into 
their mills, 83 to 85 cents per bushel, 
and at points it has to be shipped from 
to their mills 80 cents; there­
fore, you will see they are pay­
ing 5 to 10 cents per bushel over an ex­
port price, if you allow the exporter 
anything for the use of his money or 
time. Now examining the United 
States markets, Chicago about 78 cents, 
Detroit 80 cents, Toledo 80 cents and New 
York 85 cents, and these are the prices 
that it can be bought at after it has paid 
two commissions and railway frieght, i. e., 
one commission to tbe party that bought 
it from the United States farmer and 
the other to the party that has it for 
sale in these markets. Therefore, you 
see that our farmers are getting at the 
mills of this country fully 10 cents per 
bushel more for their wheat than the 
United States farmer, as his wheat is for 
sale at the seaboard at about the same 
price that our farmers gets from his 
miller. For the season of 1888 our millers 
paid much higher prices in comparison 
with Liverpool and the United States 
markets than they are now- 
doing, and loaded themselves up 
vitb such high priced wheat 
that while holding it in hopes of a rise 
in the market they allowed the Ameri­
can millers, notwithstanding the duty of 
50 cents per barrel they had to pay, to 
fill our markets with their cheaper pro­
duct. and they were thus virtually shut 
outof their own market .«md when they

We fail to see what good object is to 
be gained by Mr. Charlton’s proposed 
select committee to inquire into the al­
leged exodus, from Canada to the United 
States, and to ascertain the best means 
of diminishing it.

He points out that four per cent, of the 
population of Toronto receives relief and 
that the cost of living in Toronto tor a 
working man is at least 35 
higher than in London. He 
the only kind of emigrant needed in the 
Northwest is the farmer, who works him­
self and is assisted by his family. Some 
of Goldwin Smith's statements'are true, 
while others appear to be exaggerated.
