The extracts from his
letter which appear in our -~ Ottawa
despatch leave no doubt upon that point
and the fact will be learned by the reat
body of the Canadian electorate with un-
feigned surprise and regrel. A great
shock will be given to public sentiment
in the country by the announcement.

Mr. Blake does not speak for the Lib-
eral party. His views are his own, and
they can bind no one buot himself. He
is no longer leader of the Liberal party.
He is no longer even a member of par-
liament, and has no doubt withdrawn
from the political arena in order that
the party might not be weighted and
injured in_ the election as they
would have been, had he taken part in
the campaign and honestly and openly
expressed his views. **

The Telegraph can say what we ber
lieve is true of the Liberal party at
large, that Mr. Blake’s favor for annexe-
tion was wholly unknown here.

Thus the Telegraph solemnly admon-
ishes Mr. Blake for his supposed belief
in political union with the United States
and reads him out of the Liberal party.
Yeta week ago the Telegraph was shout-
ing lustily that the Liberals of St.Jobhn
must elect Mr. Ellis, although the Tele-
graph well knew Mr. Ellis to be an an-
nexationist and in the face of its own
declaration that any party that accepted
Mr. Ellis for a candidate must be de-
feated.

A FUNNY PARALLEL,

The Telegraph is in search of con-
solation after its defeat of Thursday last
and its efforts to extract sunbeams from
cucumbers and find joy inits misfortune
are very amusing. It f{inds a parallel
between the present stateof affairs in
New Brunswick and that after the
elections of 1866 when confederation was
the issue. It will be remembored that in
1865, when the first confederation elec-
tion was held the vote was 8 for confed-
eration and 33 against it. 1In1866 when
the election was run over again the vote
was 35 for confederation and 6 against it.

New Brunswick has
never receded from the position it took
in 1866, neither will Canada recede from
its attitude of hostility to unrestricted
reciprocity.

THE EDUCATIONAL QUALIFICATION IN THE
UNITED STATES.

According to the amended constitution
of the old commonwealth of Massachus-
etts, no person in that state has the
right to vote or is eligible to office who
is unable to read in the English language
and write his name. A similar qualifi-
cation is necessary tothe exercise of the
right,of suffrage in thestate of Mississippi.
Such state enactments are clearly nncon-
stitutional, for the federal constitution
provides that “no state shall make or
enforce any law which shall abridge the
privi}eg'es or immunities of citizens
of the United States.” It is
likely the matter will be the subject of
congressional investigation, but it is one
which it will be extremely difficult to
deal with from a partizan stand point.
In Mississippi the aim of the law is
probably, to disfrauchise a large portion

and  Mississippi  governing  the
entire couniry might be eracted and
would, it is thought by many, result in
eliminating from the general and state
governments much that is. corrupt and
provocative of disturbance. So long a
time has elapsed since the rights of edu-
cation have been accorded to the former
bondmen of the south and their descen-
dents, that few of them are unable of
necessity to read and write, and to give
the franchise to a foreigner who is with-
out the rudiments of an education, while
native born women and men under
twenty-one years of the highest cul-
ture are debarred has the appearance
of being extremely dangerous as
well as unjust. There was a time within
the recollection of some who are now
living when men were occasionally met
with who could neither read nor write,

reduction should be made in my assess-
ment.

These are six statements made in my
Jetter and Mr. Bunting must prove them
to be “malicious falsehoods” or publicly
apologize for having called them so.

In these
days of public education it is not an un-
fair assumption to hold that the person
who will not take the trouble to obtain
this amount of education is not the one
who can vote with any degree of advan-
tage to himself or others. In agovern-
ment by the people, like that of
the United States, or Canada for
that matter, if a citizen can neither read
nor write, or does not underssand the
language of the country, it seems to be
almost self-evident that he has not the
mental qualifications to determine whou
should be the rulers of the nation and
what should be the policy of the govern-
ment. When the matter of an education-
al qualification comes up in congress any
enactment of the kind is sure to be op-
posed by the party that depends most
on bribery and corruption for it8 success.
