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AMBASSADOR ‘BRYCE
AND CANADIAN AFFAIRS

Emphasized Good Feeling of
U. S. Towards This

Country.

Montreal, Feb. 26,—Ambassador
Bryce's speech before the Canadian
Club last night was noteworthy, and
one chief point was a reference to the
prominence of Canadian affairs at
Washington. In fact he said he Je-
vcted almost three-quarters of the
work at the American capital to Can-
adian affairs, in-so-much that he fuit
himself as much the ambassador of
Canada as of Great Britain,

Further Mr. Bryce said this increas-
ing importance of Canadian relations
at Washington had caused him to de-
termine to visit the Dominion as often
as he could in order to discuss Cana-
dian affairs at first hand with the
governor-general and the ministers o
the crown as well as to get in touch
with the popular feelings as he was
doing on his present visit.

“And without any party feeling.
which of course I have not,” contijued
Mr. Bryce, “I wish to say that it aas
been a great pleasure to me to be
brought into contact- with a mini se
active, so powerful, so flexible rrith in-
telligence, which is capable of <o quick-
v taking a point and covaring the

“I feel it an.honor to take part to an-
deavoring to adjust any questions that
from time to time may arise ‘between
you and the United States, as such dif-
ference must arise. But. the differ-
ences I hope will always be. adjusted
with the aid of good feeling and good
sense on both sides' and I am happy to
say from my experience  of the past
twelve months: that the good feeling
in the States towards Canada is better
to-day than ever before and I am sure
the same feeling prevails here to-
wards the United States, It would ke
a great misfortune if it were otherwise
between two nations speaking the same
language and called upon by Provi-
dence to be helpers and friends in the
common work of civilization.”

Mr, Bryce predicted a brilliant fu-
ture for Canada and said he was con-
vinced that within the life time cf
many to-day this country would have
a population of fifty millions, while
Montreal, as its metropolis, would
number one and a half millions of peo-
ple. It was, he said, therefore the duty
of every citizen to work to lay the
foundations of a future nation so that
the high standard of public and pri-
vate virtue 'be demanded.

THE KETTLE RIVER
BRIDGE DISPUTE
Change in Location to Suit Po-
litical Purposes Will Prove
Costly.

(From Thursaay's Daily.)

The 'public accounts committee . of
the legislature met this morning and
examined Mr. Gamble, of the works de-
partment, with respect to the bridge
building over the Kettle' river. This
question is one which has from' time
to time come up in the House during
the present session. It has been re-
presented that appropriations were
passed for a bridge over the river last
session, the same to be placed in the
Greenwood district. Influences were
used, it is said, to have this changed
later, and at an ddvanced cost, the
bridge was commenced in Similkameen
district.

In the committee meeting this morn-
ing R. G. Naden said it could be shown
that the change took place by the
member for Similkameen using his in-
fiuence with the minister.

Mr. Gamble the engineer, in his evi-
dence this morning, stated that after*
passing upon the available sites for
the bridge he had decided upon one in
Greenwood district.. The bridge would
be 120 feet long with 256 or 30 feet in
approaches.

The site used in Similkameen re-
quired a bridge 144 feet long with 169
feet of approaches, The cost of the
bridge at the site in Greenwood would
be about $4,000. That in Similkameen
would be about $6,000.

He told of having gone last year to
the site and stopped work after $1,809
had been spent, because the bridge
wag not being carried out according to
instructions.

INDIAN NATIVES ON
VERGE OF OPEN REVOLT

Such is Story Which German
Officers Retail in United

States

Boston, Mass.,, Feb. 27.—The officers
of the German steamship Neuenfels,
which arrived here yesterday from In-
dia and Ceylon, report a serious con-
dition of affairs throughout India. The
natives, they assert, are openly defy-
ing the British. They have boycotted
the British goods and have refused to
handle cargoes shipped by British mer-
chants.

In the interior they are on the verge
of open revolt, and in many places
they are arming and preparing to com-
bat British rule.

Agitators are largely responsible for
the present conditions. They are in-
citing the natives to acts of violence.
They believe the Japanese will aid
them if they should engage in war
with BEngland, and they declare they
will be victorjous.

In the larger cities the feeling
against the British and foreigners in
general has taken the form of a boy-
cott. Commerce is greatly hampered
The Neuenfels was delayed 64 days at
Calcutta waiting for her cargo. The
natives refused to work on the freigh-
ter, and it was weeks before a gang
of longshoremen could be got together
who .would load :the ship. Calcutta
harbor, at that time, was filled with
British steamers unable to get car-
goes.

PECULIAR METHOD

Government Withdraws Su-
perannuation Measure With-
out Acknowledging it.

In answer to the criticisms of the
opposition, the government has decided
to introduce a practically new civil
service bill. A peculiar system, how-
ever, has been introduced in connec-
tion with it.

Nanaimo, Feb. 26.—The third annu«l
meeting of the British Columbia Uni-n
of Municipalities convened this morn-
ing, with Mayor Keary, of New West-
minster, in the chair. The council
chamber had been nicely decorated ior
the occasion.

The honorary . secretary-treasurer,
Reeve Bose) of Surrey Centre, had a
mass of reports of the execuiive, who
have held several meetings lately,
communications and other business to
lay befcre the corvent.on. Judging by
the pile of work *he painstakiny sec-
retary has on hand, it wu! give ithe
convention all they can do to dispuse
of the business by Friday.

The officers of the union are: Presi-
dent, W, H, Keary, mayor of New
Westminster; vice-president, G. Bell,
mayor of Enderby; honorary secretary-
treasurer, Mr. Bose, reeve of Surrey;
exeécutive’ committee, A. B, Plaats,
mayor of Nanaimo; W. G. Gillett, ex-
mayor of Nelson; J. T. R obinson, may-
or of Kamloops; P. Byrne, of Burn-
aby.

After President Keary had called the
meeting to order, the following cre-
dential committee was appointed: Ald.
Calland, Vancouver; Mayor Planta,
Nanaimo; Mayor Bell, Enderby. - The
repdit o the eommittes was adopted.
The minutes of the.last amnual mests
ing were adopted,

Mayor Planta, on behalf of the
city, extended a cordial welcome to th3
members saying the eity fully appre-
ciated the compliment paid to it by
the convention being held here.

Mayor Kealy, of North Vancouver,
replied to the address. of welcome in
a very pleasant manner, making Spe-
cial mention of the natural beauties of
the city. Touching on the work of the
union, he was struck with the good
work it could do, not only for individ-
ual municipalities but for the province
at large. He regretted that more
places were not represented at the
meeting. In closing he suggested
that the union select North Vancouver
as the next place of convention.

President Keary, of New Westmin-
ster, delivered the annual report as
fellows:

Gentlemen: 'As president of the
union I beg to submit the second :e-
port since organization. It affords me
great pleasure in the first place to
again meet in convention with the re-
presentatives of the majority of
municipalities in the province. I sin-
cerely trust our deliberations will be
characterized by harmony and good
féeling. Mayor Planta has in weil
chosen words welcomed you to what
bas for almost half a' century been
krown as the “Coal City” of British
Columbia. On behalf of the union I
beg to include in this report our grate-
ful appreciation of and thanks for the
mayor’s kindly words of greeting. At
our last convention the executive >f
the union received authority to name
the date of our next meeting. The ex-
ecutive, after careful consideration,
owing to the fact that we were not
successful in obtaining the govern-
ment’s sanction to the re-enacting of
the Municipal Clauses’ Act on the
score of éxpense, decided to call the
meeting while the House should be in
session, in the'event of the convention
deciding to ask legislation for the Le:-
terment of our different municipalities
before parliament adjourns, and with
this end in view I wired the honorary
attorney-general as follows: “New
Westminster, Feb. 11, 1908. To Hon.
W. J. Bowser: Have been requested
by executive of Union of Municipalities
to respectfully ask you to postpone
legislation as to amendments to the
Municipal Clauses’ Act until the 2S8th.
Convention of union meets in Nanaimo
the 26th of this month, at which 37
municipalities will be represented.
(Signed) W. H. Keary, president of che
union; H, Bose, secretary.”

“The minutes of the meetings of the
executive- held since our last conven-
tion should be read, and will exglain
what has been done towards following
cut the instructions given at the an-
nual meeting held in Kamloops. As a
result of the work of the executive ta=
following amendments to the Municipz]l
Clauses Act embodied in the bill' of
1908 are now being introduced by At-
torney-General Bowser: The clause 'n
section 2 of chapter 32 of the statutes
is amended by defining wild lands so
that improvements can cover only 320
acres adjoining the improvements, i1~
stead of 640 acres. Road tax, making
the. age at which persons are liable
for road tax or statute labor 18 to (9
vears, instead’ of 21 to 50 years. 7ia
distriect municipalities powers con-
ferred upon the assessors thereof may
be exercised by the clerk instead of
the assessor of a municipality when a
resolution to that effeet is regularly
passed by the council of the munici-

pality. Sectiem 466 is amended by

striking out all the words in said sec-
tion after the word ‘munigipality’ in
fourth line thereof. Licenses to relail
traders raised from $5 to $20 every six
months, to enable district municipali-
ties to construct water, sewerage, elec-
tric light or gas works within any pre-
scribed area in the municipality. A
number of minor changes are intro-
duced as well as consolidated munici-
pal elections act. The eommittee ap-
pointed: to draft a bjll along the ldines
of the Ontario Ditches and Water-
curses Act performed their duty.

Vancouver, New Westminster, Ladner,
Langley and Richmond municipalities
were represented, when the following
resolution was passed: ‘That whereas
a considerable number of aged and in-
firm persons are living through the
various. municipalities, in the coasl
cities and district municipalities; and
whereas no adequate method of main-
taining such persons has been devised;
and whereas. a home for such persons
under the contrel of one management
is a means to this end which seenis
most feasible and desirable: and
whereas the proper majintenance of
sueh persons cannot be ‘arranged oy
individual municipalities except at un-
due expense; it is hereby resolved that
the provincial government be petitioned
and requested to place a sufficient sum
in the estimates for the establishment
of such a home.” .

POST OFFICE
T0 BE ENLARGED

PLANS FOR EXTENSION
HAVE BEEN APPROVED

Ten Thousand Dollars to- Be
Spent for Accommodation
of Increasing Business.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

One of the safest and truest criter-
ions which it is possible to obtain with
reference to the progress of a city is
the amount of mail which is dealt with
at the post office of that city. Even
clearing house returns are subject to
criticisms by callous sceptics, but post
cfice business statistics are irrefut-
able. For this reason, if for no other,
the news that the city post office will be
er\ﬂarged congiderably in the very near
fdture is very good news indeed.

At the suggestion of W. Henderson,
the resident agent of public works, and
on the initiative of Hon. W. Temple-
man, plans for the extension of the
building have been submitted to and
approved by the chief architect. The
present building will be extended on
the south  side so that all the space
which is now enciosed upon three sides
by the existing structure will be In-
cluded in the enlargement. The road-
way for mail wagons to reach the base-
ment will be continued as it is at pres-
ent, while the court will be roofed
over. All the space which will be thus
added to the existing accommodation
will be an augmentation of the ground
floor of the post office.

The additional buildings which will
he erected should serve for the neels
of the city for a large number of years
to come, and moreover, the architectur-
al appearance of the post office will
be improved vastly. The rough plans
have been sent to Ottawa and tenders
will be ealled for at a very early date,
so that it is clear that the work will
be proceeded with with the utmost
rosible despatch., The estimated cost
will be about $10,000, and it is expected
that the alterations will be completed
during the summer of this year.

Minor additions will include moras
space for the accommodation of the
staff and many more boxes will be pro-
vided.

FRASER RIVER CHANNEL,

Scheme for Improving Waterway
Be Laid Before Dominion Gov-
ernment,

New Westminster, Feb. 26.—Engineer

The name of the man is
held seécret by Father Dunne, who
claims that should their informant be
known, he would be found dead with
a dozen knives in him before 24 hours
had passed. ;

Denver, Col, Feb. 27.—Guiseppe Alio,
the Italian anarchist, who murdered
Father -L.eo Heinrichs at the commun-
ion altar in St.. Elizabeth’s church herc
last Sunday, was brought back from
Colorado Springs early to-day where
he had been taken to prevent lynch-
ing. Accompanied by four detectives
from Denver and closely handcuffed,
Alio rode the entire trip with head
averted and in sullen silence. Upon ar-
rival here-hé& was. hustled into an
awaiting cab and swiftly driven to the
county jail. Barring newspaper men,
employees, and passengers arriving on
the train, there were but few at the
Union station to witness his arrival
and no demonstration of any kind oc-
curred.

According to Alio’s statement made
to an interpreter, he will plead guilty
when arraigned, and offer no defence
for his crime. In his case it is ex-
pected his trial will come to a speedy
end and sentence will be pronounced.

BRITAIN MAY FREE
(ONGO STATE

PARLIAMENT AT ONE

IN DETERMINATION |

Sir Edward Grey Would Wel-
come Co-operation of
Other Powers.

‘

London,, Feb. 27.—The House ‘of
Commons, after a short debage, adopted
a resolution asking the government to
do all in its power to secure. the
transfer of the control of the Congo
Independent States, and failing such
transfer within a reasonable time,
assuring the government of parlia-
ment’s hearty support of any measures
that it might be necessary for the
British- government to take, either
alone or in conjunction with the
powers that signed the Berlin Act to
ensure the effective carrying out of
its provisions.

Speeches made on both sides of the
House severely arraigned the existing
administration of' the Congo Inde-
pendent State, and urged the gov=-
ernment to take the steps to leave the
Belgian government in no doubt in re-
gard to the settled determination of
the people to assert Great Britain’s
treaty rights.

Sir Edward Grey, secretary for for-
eign affairs, in a speech sympathizing
with the terms of the resolution, re-
pudiated any attempt on behalf of the
government to establish political or
territorial terms or doing anything di-
rectly against the Belgian people. No
transfer, he said, would be satisfactory
unless it gave the Belgian government
a free hand. It would be impossible for
Great Britain to take the iaitative
while the discussion on the Congo
question was pending between King
Leopold and his people. “But,” he add-
ed, “this government will always wel-
come the co-operation ~of the other
powers, and if, at the close of the Bel-
gian parliamentary session we have to
deal with the existing government of
Congo unchanged, we must be free to
deal with the questions arising out of
our own treaty right in our cwn way.”
