IN MINE EXPLOSION,

Possible That Many Others
Have Lost Their Lives.

Gas lgniting from a Defective Lamp
Gaused the Disaster—Particulars
Not Yet Received

LA REDO, Texas, Feb. 18, — Tele-
grams from Monteroy, Mexico, early
today, told of a disastrous mine explo-
sion which occurred last night in the
La Conquista mine No. 3 of the Las
Esperanza district, in which 30 miners
are known to have lost their liyes. The
dead may be increased to 75 when full
details are recelved. According to
meagre reports, the explosion occurred
shortly after the night-shift had begun
work. The explosion is thought to
have been caused by gas which ignited
from a defective lamp carried by one
of the miners. The ac¢ident is the most
serious that has occurred in the dis-
trict since the disaster in the Barrato-
na mines a year ago, when nearly 100
lives were lost. A special train with
physicians and medical supplies has
been despatched to the scene of the ex-
plosion, but there is little hope that
many have escaped alive.

BOSTON, Mass., Feb, 19— New York
is morally unfit to sit in judgment on
‘Salome,” ” said Emil Paur, musical
composer and conductor of the ' Pitts-
burg Orchestra, who will make his ﬁr.'st
appearance in Boston tomorrow,

¢I heard ‘Salome’ in Dresden a year
ago, and it impressed be as being a
transcendentally beautiful performance.
The charge of immorality is absolutely
unjust, and, cousidering the source
whence it comes, positively ridiculous.

“New York is one of the wickedest
cities in the country. It makes a pre-
tence of vitrue, but beneath the sur-
face it is rotten to the core. Think of
such a city.protesting against a beau-
tiful musical production like ‘Salome’
on the ground of its immoral influ-
ences!

“As I saw it in Dresden there was
nothing to it that savored of immoral-
fty. Of course in New York the last
scene is not properly presented. The
stage should have been in semi-dark-
ness. In Dresden you could see the head
only as a shadow. The act of kissing
the cold lips was not done in the full
glare of the footlights, as in New York.

«Jt is too bad that this beautiful
opera should have been discontinued at
the behest of a city so morally unfit as
New York to sit in judgment. It ought
to have been left to the people to say
it was normally dangerous, I certain-
ly hope it will be revived.”

Roosevelt’s Proposition Meets With Strong
