EONDON, July 23, 4 a. m.—S8ir Chih
Chen Loh Fong, the Chinese minister
in London, took the unusual step yes-
terdey of paying & Sunday call at the
foréign office. As Lord Salisbury was
absent, thes visit was without special
result, but its importance may be

gathered from an interview with the
secretary of the Chinese legation, Sir
Haliday MacArtney, in which the
legation officials ~eem to have assumed
at least something like personal re-
sponsibility.

Sir Halliday .:dmitted that communi-
cation had bean practically re-opened
with Pekin and that messages from
Sir Claude -MagDonald, the . British
minister, and the other foreign envoys
might be expected almost imimediately.
He said he hoped the trouble would
soon be' over, since the Chinese gov-
ernment was doing its utmost to over-
come the diﬂicumes and 1o control the
lawless -element.’ ‘his “opinion, the
Americans had ta the most com-
mon sense view of. the situation, and
he insisted that China should not be
misjudged. Against the suspicion, that
Li Hung Chang had any but a sincere
pacific object in view,. “he_ protested
warmly, declaring that .all - .stories
about the perfidy and treachery of Earl
Li were “absolutely baseless.”

With regard to the prospects in the
southern provinces, the secretary ad-
mit-ed that there might be small out-
breaks, but he said there would be
nothing serious, and that Xuropeans
would be quite safe in treaty ports.
The long silence hé explained as ‘“due
probably to the rebels, who have cut
the wires and blocked the roads.”

Thus, according to the secretary of
the Chinese legation, a few days more

Li Hung Chang’s visit to Shanghai i
seems to be a complete failure. Ex-

cept the Chinese customs officials, no

cordial invitation to meet him at lun-
cheon, but all declined.

The Shanghai correspondent of the
Daily Mail pretends to have authority
for the assertion that Great Britain
will repudiate any credentials Li Hung
Chang may bring from the empress
dowager, and he adds:

“Russia, however, is willing to make
terms with Li Hung Chang, whose real
mission is to sow dissension among the
powers. T,he' British,, German and
American representatives were reso-
lute against receiving him.”

SHANGHAI, July 22.—Li Fflung
Chang, who arrvived here today on-tlie
steamer Anping fromu Hong Kong, ‘vas
coldly received. The native -otlicials
serit an escort of three hundred armed
trcops, but as the French consul chb-
jected to their passing through the
French settlement, they were with-
drawn, and Earl Li landed under an
escort of twelve French police. Once
out of French jurisdiction h2 was
handed over to the Cosmopolitan set-
tlement police, who escorted him to his
riace of residence, on Bubbling Well
road.

Rumeor circulates briskl§y around the
personality of Li Hung Chang.- He,is
credited with a mission to offer to cede
to the allied powers . two provincm
indemnity for the outrages, afid’
offers to restore and give facilit;es fors
trade with the outside world oncon-
dition of “the surrender of the Kio
Chou, Wei-Hai-Wei and Manchuria by
the powers and the withdrawal of all
missionaries. Little . 'attention, how-
ever, need be paid to any of these
rumors.

In a private message from Shanghal
it is understood that Li Hung Chang
avows that the object of his journey is
to place the regular Chinese army in
line with the allied troops for the sup-
‘pression of the Boxers.

The ‘Times editorially suggests that
Li Hung Chang is playing the old
game of the sublime porte by putting
forward proposals which will appear
in different degrees and ways to dif-
ferent powers. It says:

“President McKinley has been asked
to mediate, and the request is facili-
tated by the care which has been
taken in Washington not to commit
the TUnited States to any very thor-
ough going policy.”

Indian troops are daily arriving at
Hong Kong. Three transports reached
there yesterday, and two others have
left Hong Kong for Taku.

Reports from Canton say the city is
outwardly quiet, but that there is a
strong undercurrent of unrest among
the Chinese. Only a few European
ladies have left, many still remaining.

St. Petersburg despatches represent
the situation in Manchuria as far more
serious than had been supposed. It is
asserted that the Chinese have occu-
‘pied Hailar, where the Russia railway
staff is surrounded and in desperate
straits.

According to the St. Petersburg cor-
1espondent of the Times Gen. Kourou-
patkin, Russian minister of war, will
probably become commander in chief
of the Russian forces in - China and
will presumably take command of all
the allied troops.

WASHINGTON, July 23.—T1he presi-
dent has listened to the appeal of the
Chincse government, as transmitted
to Minister Wu, and has signified his
willingness to mediate bhetween . the
imperial goverument and the powers,
hut oan upon conditions which first
must be met by the Chincse goavern-
ment. The exact nature of the terms
cannot be stated until tomorrow, when
it is expected publication will be made
of the text of the Chinese appeal ard
of the president’s answer. It is known,
however, that the answer is entirely
consislcnt with the statement of prin-
ciples laid down by Secretary Hay in
his identical note to the powers, and,
moreover. it sccerts @as jtruthful the
Chinese statements relative to the
safety of the foreign ministers at
Pekin.

It weuld not of course be pecssible to
take cven the initial steps toward
mediation were either party to the ne-
gotiaticns to entertain openly distrust
of the accuracy of the statcments of
the other. There must be.confidence
between them. The United States an-
swer does not go to the length of the
French answer to a similar appeal in
laying down conditions which the Chi-
nese government- could not meet, even
if so disposed, if- it actually -is strug-
gling for its own existence. It does,

RELIEF OF KUMASSI.

Willcock's Column Carried Several  Ashanti
Positions at the Point of the Bayonet
—Relief Came None Too Soon.

LONDON, July 23.—Advices just re-
ceived here say that Col. Willcocks,
the commander of the relief column in
Ashanti, describes his' entrance into
Kumassi July 16 as presenting a scene
of horror and desolation, - burned
houses and putrid bodies being visible
on all sides. He adds that the native
‘soldiers were too weak to stand and
that the British officers thanked God
for the relief, as a few days more
would have seen the end.

Gen. Willcocks left the garrison well
supplied. with food and ammunition.

FUMSU, July 22.—The Kumassi re-
lief column. has just arrived here from
Kumassi, -whioch it left July 17, bring-

fit men, 70 broken down invalids - and
some women and children in a pitiful
condition.

The success of Col. Willcocks was
due to his choice of a route not sus-
pected by the Ashantis, who had comn-
centrated in thousands zlong the east-
ern route, but in much smaller num-
bers. along the western route, via
Picci, which Col. Willcocks adopted.

Even as it was the Ashantis were
active and the roads knee deep
in rud. Col. Willcocks took a couple
of villages by bayonet charges. Be-
yond Exwanda he found the tribes-

men in a strong position behind stock-
ades. It was a large war camp with
the chief commander of the Ashanti
army, estimated-at 4,000 men.

After a heavy fire on both. sides fm'
nearly an hour, Col. Willcocks ordered
a bayonet charge, and the troops
rushed through the thick bush cheer-
ing vigorously.

The Ashantis did not wait for the
bayonet, but fled in confusion. The
casualfies of Col. Willcocks were two
officers wounded, two natives killad
and 17 wounded.

On finding Kurmassi in such a ter-
rible condition, Col. Willcocks ‘after
cutting bush and burning the bodics,
placed the whole force upon half”ra-
tions, an - arrangemént ‘cheerfully
borne.
