New York, Nov. 14 —Everett P. Fow-
ler. of Kingston, N. Y., who was de-
scribed by John A. Hennessy, graft in.

was indicted tqday on a charge of ex-
tortion. He is accused of forcing Sen-
eca Hull; a highway contractor of Cort-
landt, N. Y, an enrolled Republican,
to give up $260 as a Democratic cam-
paign contribution under threat that
the work on Hull's $23,600 state road
contract in Cortlandt county would not
be approved by the state highway in-
spectors and that his pay would he
held up.

The indictment was the first growing
o1t of the inquiry instituted by District
Attorney Whitman into the charges of
graft in the State Highway Depart-
ment made by Hennessy during his
recent election campaign against Tam-
meny Hall. More indictments which
may include conspiracy as well as ex-
tortion, are expected.

Ottawa, Nov. 15—Special-——The Post
office department in the quarterly sup-
plement issuved today states that the
department cannot permit the affix-
ing on the face or address side of let-
ters or other mail matter of stamps
iszued in the interests of charitable
institutions, etc., but there is no ob-
jection to such stamps being placed
or the back of letters or other mail
matter as stickers, provided they do
not resemble postage in form and de-
sign and do not bear numerals or in-
dications of value.

Letters or other mail matter stamps
on the
face will be returned to the senders
as violating the postal regulations,

It is also announced that the Mexi-
can post office has informed the pos-
tal union that fire arms of any kind
and parts of arms and ammunition

Reform Administration Such as
U. S. Desires Regarded as
Most Unlikely Unless United
States Takes Even More
Commanding Position.

London, Nov. 15—Discusing the
Mexican situation, the Spectator says
that even if President Wilson suc.
ceeds in inducing President Huerta
and his government to retire, it is
impossible to believe that a reformed
administration such as thesAmericans
earnestly desire can be established.
A far more likely result of Mexico's
humiliation, the paper adds, would be
the establishment of some sort of nat-
fonal party with the purpose of shak-
ing”“off American domination, and war
would 'only be postponed until Mexi-
¢o was better prepared to fight. In
one way or another, sooner or later,
the Spectator continues, “the present
American policy must lead, in our op-
inion, to armed intervention followed
by annexation. There is no other way
in which one state can permanently
control another, If an invasion com-
es, all President Wilson's resolves to
make clear to foreign pations that
nothing will induce the United States
to acquire territory as a result of in-
tervention wil come to naught. We
made just the same kind of a declara-
tion and in just as good faith, when
we went to Egypt, but we never have
been able to carry it out and never
shall be.

AWFUL TOLL TAKEN
BY THE BLIZZARD.

Estimated Loss of Life 286,
Damage $5,000,000 —
Identity of Capsized Vessel
on Lake Huron Still a Mys-
tery to Wreckers.

Portvl{uron. Mich., Nov, 14—For the
first time ‘since Sunday, a day has
passed without revealing more lives
lost in the storm which overwhelmed
the Great Lakes the early part of the
week. Only one additional hoat dis-
aster developed today, and that wus
the wrecking of the steamer Major,
off Whitefish Point in Lake Superior.
nge was abandoned by her crew last
night after a futile effort had been
nmade to weather the second storm of
the week. The crew was picked up
by a passing steamer.

Tonight the life loss among sailors
is estimated at 256 and the property
los is vgured at more than $5,000,000,
The property loss includes the score
or more of vessels driven on the rocks
or shore, and partially or totally de-
stroyed. One hundred and ninety-five
lives were taken on Lake Huron, it
the approximate figures are correct;
forty-eight lives were lost in Lake Su-
perior, seven on Lake Michigan, and
six on Lake Erfe.
