| OREST PROTECTION.

It is Suggested That Experienced
Men Be Appointed to Safeguard
Timber Lands—That Licenses Be
Issued to Those Going Into the
Woods in Dry Season.

Chatham, N. B., Sept. 30—(Special)—
The following is a summary of the mem-
orial of the lumbermen presented to the
Hon. A. T. Dunn at a meeting of the gov-
ernment here tonight:—

It is feit that an increase of stumpage

ghould be made only on merchantable logs,
and as formerly, tops should be removed
without stumpage. :
" The increase of wages, etc., and increas-
ed cost of all materials used in procuring
lumber is so marked that the committee
fecls that although ‘the price received for
lumber has somewhat incredsed, it is large-
ly due to the present low rate of freights
and the industry would be liable to be
affected by change of freight conditions.

THe ‘committee recominends’ a 'uniform
rate of &tumpage as at present through-
out the province, also that a’reduced rate
of ‘'stumpage be allowed to operators cut-
ting on. burnt districts. Further, that in
certain lands mot suitable for deals but
omly fit for pulp and recognized as mever
fit for logs, be allowed to be cut for the
pulp industry, - and’ that no additional
stumpage be charged for the same.
