Loxpoy, Dec. 19—Parnell, who has just
arrived in.London, said to-day he was
slowly but firmly recovering from his
recent gastric attack. His doctor will
permit him to resume his parliamentary
dutics on the opening of the session if
he promises to be careful. Parnell does
not intend at present to express an
opwnion on the “plan of campaign,”
wishing first to go to Ireland to consult
with the promoters of the plan, whom he
has not seen since the end of the last
session of parliament. He also desired
to obtain fuller knowledge in regard to
various matters before he speaks on the
subject. He declares he was not aware
that the “Plan of Campaign” had been
devised or oven proposed until it had
been published. Parnell will go to Ire-
land shortly.

Dusuix. Dee. 19.—A meeting is to be
held at Kilrush [to protest against Van-
deleur’s eviction processes. The call for
the meeting is printed on hand bills and
concludes as follows : —
“Pecple of Kilrush : At a most import-
ant crisis in our country’s history you are
invited to become soldiers of Ireland un-
der the banner of the National League.”
Commoners Deasy, Harrington - and
Sheehan spoke at Killarney to-day, de-
nouncing the action of the government.
O'Brien, presiding at a national league
meeting at Longford to-day, d d
the government in violent terms for con-
spiring with Judge O'Brien to usurp func-
tions of a jury and manufacture a verdict
by illegal means. The pretence of bring-
ing Dillon and himself to trial, he said,
was a sham. The government never
hoped to bring them to trial, but did hope
that before a verdict could be obtained
from the jury they would succeed in sup-
pressing the anti-rent movement by pro-
clamations and arbitrary conduot. He
warned them they would have to adopt
a still more drastic measure tham the
peaceful “plan of campaign” to stay the
arms of evicting landlords; the Irish would
not die in ditches.

Licut. Governor Masson Says Resa Must
€all the Legisintarc or Resign,
A Quebec despatch says Lieut. Gover-
nor Masson holds firm to his ultimatam
to Mr. Ross, that he must either call the
legislature at once or resign; that Mr.
Ross declared himself willing to resign it
his honor would consent to call Judge
Angers, which Mr. Masson declined to
do, on the ground that it Mr. Ross re-
fused to meet the house he, by his re.
fusal, admitted himself beaten, and left
him noalternative but to call Mr. Mercier;
that Mr. Ross then asked that Mr. Tail-
lon should be called, which the governor
declared to be simply ridiculous, and
that Mr. Ross thereupon begged the gov-
ernor to wait at least until Mr, Tallion re-
turned to Quebec, which he did this
afternoon, when the cabinet held a long
meeting, the result of which has not yet
transpired. L'Electeur defies the minis-
terial press to deny the correctness of
its information, and adds that if the
lieutenant governor persists in calling
Mr. Mercier, in the event of Mr. Roas'
resignation, it is certain that he will not
resign, but prefer to call the house, in
order to gain more delay, and that he
and his colleagues may pocket another
month'’s salary.
