I nave received your Despatch, No. 64, of the 22d September, transmitting
the Copy of a Memorial addressed to you by the Reverend Alexander Gale, as
Moderator of the Commission of the Synod of the Presbyterian Church of
Canada in connexion with the Church of Scotland, together with a Minute of
the Executive Council on this Document,

Having in former Communications fully expressed the Views of Her Ma-
Jjesty’s Government on the Points to which this Memorial refers, I have only
to convey to you my Approval of your Determination, in accordance with those
Views, to endeavour to effect sucK an Adjustment of the Question as may be
calculated to meet the reasonable Wishes of the several Denominations of
Christians in Upper Canada, and to express my Hope that your Efforts will be
attended with a successful Result.

I have had the Honour to lay at the Foot of the Throne the Address
to the Queen from the Grand Jury of the District of Bathurst, transmitted in
your Despatch, and Her Majesty was pleased to receive the same very
