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. . . .ARTICLE II
The present Protocol shall enter into force when each of the Parties to the
North Atlantic Treaty has notified the Government of the United States of America
of its acceptance thereof. The Government of the United States of America shall
inform all the Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty of the date of the receipt of each
such notification and of the date of the entry into force of the present Protocol.
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S ARTICLE IV o
The present Protocol, of which the English and French texts are equally
authentic, shall be deposited in the archives of the Government of the United States
of America. Duly certified copies thereof shall be transmitted by that Government to
the Governments of all the Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty. -.. - .
