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be with you forever,” to wkich all
respoaded, ¢ Amen.” Then, haviog
recelved bie mitre and crosfer, the Bich)p
sdmonished the priest, and, rislng, pro.
pounced a blesring. Then Mass was con
tinued until afier benediction, when the
prlest, kreellog befora the Blshop, 1ezelved
the f ‘luwing 1 jupetion :

% Most betoved sop, cunslder dillgently
the order you have received and the bur-
den placed upon your shouiders ; etelve to
live bollly snd ploutly, pleasing Almighty
Giod, that you may acquire Iis grace,
which mav He Himself delgn to graut you
through His mercy Say after your first
Mass three other Masses ; one to the Holy
Ghost, auother to the Bieszed Virgin, and
the third for the feithfal aeparted, ard
pray tke Almighty God for me also,”

This closed the ordinatiou ceremony.

THE BERMON

Rov, Father Keiity then, stepplng to
the altsr, delivered an excellent sermon
from the text :

*The Lotd bath eworn and it sball not
repevt Him: Thou art a wvricet forever
arcording to the order of Melchisedech.”
(Pa, elx, 4)

MY Lorp—TLis is a day of great joy
for Euulsmore and the pelghburteg
parishes  The people who are preeent iu
such large members have eeen a yourg
man whom they all kuoow so well end
reepect 8o bighly, kneel down before the
Biehop, a succetsor ot the Aposties, and rise
up & priest of the livicg @od. The penple
have seen this here to-day with thelr
own eyes, and they glonfy God for givivg
such power t) men. Ii ls a day of joy
likewl:e for the young priest, but his joy
{s tempered by the thought of the diead
responsinility which attaches to him from
this day forward. 'The people see the
crown of the priesthood la!d on his brow
by eplecopal kands, but he sees rather the
beavy crose which bas becn iald upon bis
shoulders. This cross mnst te heavy,
beeause a priest hes the primacy of Absl,
the patriacbate of Abranam, the govern-
ment of Noe, the order of Malchisedech,
the diguity of Aaven, the authority of
Moses, the perfecticn of Samuel, the
pewer of Poter and the uaetion of Chris
This s why Jesus Christ cu the day of
their oraiuaticn says to priesta: “1 will
ot now call you servants, for Lhe servant
knoweth not what hic Lord doth, Bat 1
have called you friends, because all thiugs
whatsoever 1 bave lentned of the Father 1
have made kuown to yeu, You have not
choeen Me, bu: I have chosen you,that you
sbould go ard should brivg forth fruit”
(St. John xv, 15). Thefirst young pricsts
who were sent out came back to our
Ssviour eayivg: *“ Lord, even tre devils
are sutject to us {o Thy name” Jesus,
bhowever, checked thelr vain glory, eaying :
“1 eaw Satan like lghtuing fall from
Heaven, Behold 1 bhave glven you
power, . . . but rejoice not In thls, that
epirfts  are subject to you; bat
rejoles  in  this, that your names
are written in 1 aven,” (Luke x, 18)
Loe piiests of the Catholic Courch par-
ticipate 1u the priesthood of Chrlet tobe
Son of God. It was through His eternal
priestbood that Ho redeemed fallen mau,
and it is through that snme eternal priest
hood He conttoues till time sball be vo
more the blessed work of the redemption
That eternal priesthood of His He exer
cises here below through the fustrumen-
tality of mortal men—the priests of the
Catho!le Church, Iu them He lives and
upon them He confers H's own power
“All power {a glven to Me 1o heaven and
on earth, A3 My Father sent Me,s0 I
wigo send you, Awnd behold I am with
you all deys, to the consummation of
the world.” L:t us direct our thought:
for a few moments towards the etercal
priesthood of Jesus Ohriet and the priest
hnad of the priests of tha Oatholic Chureh.
The eternal priesthood cf Jesus Ch:is
siguifies His aavocecy of man’s cauvee
before the throne of His Father. “If
sny man sin we have an Advocate with
the Father, Joeus Christ the Just, and He
{a the propitiation for our siue ; and not for
cur tina vuly, but for those of the who'e
world.”  Oar fist parents rel-ed the
standard of revolt agelnst thelr Creator,
snd the dire consequences of that rebeliion
tffected not only tnemselves, but all their
descendants, down to the laet man. As
the ages rolled by man became more and
more depraved, and sank lower and lower
10 the ecale of morality. Ti.e Jews were
stigmatized by the Word of Gudas “a
geneiation of wipers,’ and the Gentiles
were steeped to the lips in corruntiun
According to St. Paul they were : ¢ Filled
with all iniquity, malice, fornication,
avarice, wickeduess ; full of envy, murder,
coutention, decelt, malignity ; whisperers,
detractore, hateful to God ; contumellous,
proud, baughty ; inventore of evll things,
dlsobedient to parents, foolleh, diseolute,
without sffection, without fidelity, with-
out mercy.” Such an indictment takes
one’s breath away, and in its presence one
has to confess that man without God fe
an utter, a miserable, a contemptible
failure. In hls forlorn state help could
come from no quarter except the lnfinite
meicy of God. A Redcemer had been
already promired as far back ss the dswn
of eveation (Gnd had eald in the Garden
of Eden: “I will put enmities between
whee nud the woman acd thy seed and
her seed ; she shall crush thy head and
thou shaie e in weit for ber heel,” God
renewed thls promiese of a Medlator to
Abraham: “1 will Dbless thee and
I will maltlply thy eeed as the
viars of heaven aud as the eand that s by
the ses shore. And in thy seed shall ali
the natlons of the earth be blessed.” This
premise was fulfiiled when the Blessed
Virgln brought into the world our Lord
end Saviour Jesus Chriet. She waa the
“ woman clothed with ihe sun, havivg the
moon under her feet avd a diadem of
twelve stara encircliog her brow " She {t
was who gave the Eternal Word His
human vatare, a soul and body ke ours,
by the power and operation of the Holy
Ghost. ““And the Word was made flean
and dwelt among us.” He descended
from the highest heavens to make Hiin
ge!f our Brother, and, by ralsing us up,
make ue Hlg brethren in the Kingdom of
His Fatber, This He accomplished by
mesns of Hie eternal priesthocd. * To as
many o8 received Him He gave power to
become the sons of God.” Tbe principal
act attaching to the priesthood s sacrifice.
The life of our Biessed Lord, from Hls
marger-cre dle to the croee of C:lvary, was,
firet, iast, and all the time, s sacrifice In
its limited sense, however, sacrifice sigui -
fiee: The oblatlon or cflcring made to
God of some sensible otj:ct, with the
destruction or change ot the object to

Bat man s prwerless to cffsc
sac 1c2 on such lizes. Gud lathe Creator,
and man s mere cresture. God iy
icfinite, man fa fialte. Put, lufiaitely
worse than all, maa Is a eluner—a
rebel agalnst God. From thls polut
of vlew whence could come the possi-
bility of an acceptable eacrifice? God
{# fufinitely good nud His merey is beyond
sll His worke; He made it possible for
man to offer a sacrifice of infinite and
divioe value—a sacrifics that would fally,
completely and entirely setisfy the asptr-
ations of God Himse'f This He accom
plished—blessed bs H s holy uame !—by
meana of the adorabls Lucarnatlon, When
mon fell from his high estate he fl!, not
Luclfe:-like, never to rise agslo. True,
Justice knelt at the steps of the E eruel
Tarone and demanded the wiplug out of
the lpsult to God by meu’s (xiermin-
atlon, Bat Mercy was there ton,
making a mute appaal to all
the bierarchies of Heaven, Bat among
the vine choirs of angels none then was
competent to satisfy God's justice, There
upon the Sccond Person of the Blessed
Triclly came down from His throne and
presented Himaself before the thraune of His
E:eroal Favhor. Hecffered to take huwman
fl:sb, satisfy for maun’s great c'ime, aud
thus foutd anew, s regenerated, a sauct!
fied buwmanity, *I:is impomible,” eays
St Paul, “ that by the blocd of oxen aud
goats sins ehould be taken away. Where
fore when He ciwmath into the woxld, He
galth :  Saerfics acd obistlon. Thou
wouldst not, bat a body Thou hast fitted
to Ma., Holocansts for +in did not please
Thee. Then said [: Behold I coma”
The aicrable mystery of the lucarnation
way be termed the coplog stone of God’s
monvmental wisdom and love, Ia virtae
of the Incarnation, God the S)n Him
self, infintte, cternal God, baviug the one
1 divisiole divine nature with the Father
and the Isly Ghost, tosk upon Himself
the nature of man, Wonderfal to relate
Ho was thus at one and tde some tlme
¢ivine aud huaman, Creator and creature,
God end man.  * He is God of thoe sub-
ttance of His Father, begotten belore all
ages ; and man of the substauce of His
Motuer, born {n the world, Perfect Guod
and perfect man, of a reasonnble eoul and
homan flesh eubsisting. And slthough He
be God aud man He is not two but oue
Christ : one not by the convesslon cf the
divinity into fleeh but by the assvmpiion
of bumasity into Gud; one, not by the
confusion of eubstance but by the unity
of person,  For a3 tha rational scul aad
flegh sre ore man, so GiHd and man are oue
Obrist.” (St Acbaussius) Lst us con
edder for o moment the consittution of
man, so 83 to obtalo a clearer couception
of the Incarnation. When we contemplate
msn — the masterpiece of creation — we
have to exclaim with the world’s bard :
“This goodly frame the earth secm: to
me a sterile promoatory ; this most excel.
lent canopy the air, look you, this brave
o’erbacging firmanent, this majestical
roof frettea with golden fire, why It sp-
pears no other thing t> me than a foul
and pestllent congregation of wapore,
Waat & price of work is aman! How
noble in reason! How infinltein facuities!
lu form aud moviug how express and ad-
mi.able! In actlon bow like an apgel!
In apprehenslon how like & god!”
Map, =acecordlag to the catechlem, =
ovue of Gud's creatures compoeed of
a budy eawnd soul, that s to eay,
spirt and matter, each in its nature dis
tinct foom thae other, Thebody is matter—
slime of the earth, lncapable of any act
tbat fmplies coneciousness, and tends to
diseolution. * Dast thou art, and unto
dust thou shalt return.” Thesoul, on ths
other hand, s splrit, possesses no property
belonglug to matter, and ls immortal, like
God Himeelf Aleo did God summon the
bigh conrt of heaven before creaiiog the
soul: “Let us create man ia our own
image and likeness,” ¢ Thestaraehail fade
away, the sun bimself grow dim with age
aud nature sink in yeers, but the soul shall
flourlsh in immorial youtb, unhurt amid
the war of elements, the wrecks of matter
and the crash of worlds.” Thus, composed
of a bady and soul, man consiitutes only
one elngle human person ; and ail bis acts,
whether done through the agency of budy
or eoul, are human acts. Now, our divine
Lord s one person—the Son of G )d—w#ith
two naturee, divine and humar; and all Hia
acts, whether due to Hls Delty or buman
ity,are divine acts. The person moulds the
act: thus, when our divine Lord acknowl-
ecged that/His humannature was subject to
tbe Eternal Father aod thus proclaimed
with most miraculous organ God's domin-
fon and (God’a majesty —Hisabsclute right
of life and death over Himeelf and all
creatures, This was a perfect act of sacrl-
fice. It was doae by a Oreatuve, and still
1 was perfect, becanse He who did 1t was
the Son of God, The act wa: divine, a3
ihe acts done through the rgency of our
bodies an human acte. Bat Jusus Christ
was not satlefied with proclaiming the
sovere'gnty cf the Eiernal Father; He
bowed 1n rubmlssion to it by His every
act while He remained in the world, “1
am come,” raid He, “not to do My own wil!,
but the wilt of Him whosent Me.”” His
thoughts, words and actions were impreg
nated with a sense of this submiscion to
lmighty God, aud the cllmax of obedl
ence was reached when Ha suffered every
pala of body aud every augutsh of soul
that human natnre fs capable of suffsring,
% Wao hath beileved our zeport ? and to
whom I8 the arm of the Lord revesled?
Aad Ha shall grow up ssa tender plant
hefore Him and as a root ont of a thirsty
ground ; there ls no beauty in Him, uor
comellness : aud we have ssen Him and
there was no #ightliness that we should b»
desirous of Hima, Despleed and the most
atject of men, & man cf sorrows and
acquainted with iufirmity : and His look
Was as 1t wore hidden aud despisad, where
upon we estcemed Him not.  Sarely He
hath borne our inRrmities and carefed our
aorrowe, and we have thought Him as it
were a leper and as one struck by God
and efilleted. Bnt Hs was wounded for
our iniquitics, He was brulesd for our
ping j the chastisement of our peace was
upoun Him aod by Ilis brufses we are
hesled., All weo, ilke sheep, have gone
astray; every one hath turned aside into
his own way ; and the Lord hath lald on
Him the lniqulty of us all. Hs was
offsred because it was His own will, aud

He opened not His mouth. Ho shall be

led as & cheep to the slanghter, and shail
be duamb a3 a lamh befoce His s1earar, non
He shall not opea H s mjuth, He was
taken away from distres: aud frow judg:
ment ; who shall declare His geveratinu?
becanse He fs cut «ff ous of ths land of
the living, fir the wickedness of wmy
peapls bava Letenck Hin, And Ho shall
glve the ungodly for Hty bar'al and the
rleh for His death ; hecanse 11 nath dune
no lefquity, celther was there decels ln
Hls mouth. Aud the Lord was
pleased to bralse Him fo loficmlty:
if Ho ehall lay down His life for eln He
shall see a long lived seed and the will of
the Lord ehall ba prosperous in His band,
Bacause His soul bath labsred Ha shall sece
and be filled ; by His knowledgs shull this
My just servant juetify many and Ha
shall pear toeir Infquities, Toerefore will
[ distribate to Him very wmeany and s
shall divida the spoils of the sirong be-
cause He hath delivered His soul unto
deatb and was reputed with tne wicked :

aad He hath borae the sius of many and

hath prayed for the transgreesors,”  Yes,
Ha Jald down life ftself fu recogultion of
God’s dominion and God's msjasty,

“Qorlst became cbadlent for us uate
death, even to the death of the cross.”
Bat all His suffering had a divine digntty,
a divine value, because Ho was God Wao

suffsred. This, therefore, was porfect aud

adequate aud fofinite as a sacrifice,  His
daa'n upon the cross completel His priest

toud, vat 1 did not termicate his priest-

bood, His sacrifios and His priesihood go

on for all eteraity. “Thou art a prisst

forever ” The third day He arose agala

from the dead and ascended into heaven,

sitteth at the right haud of God, where He

ceases not t) procialm the domiaton and

tha majasty of tha Eiernal Father. He is
present there in His bumean natare and His

body there is the adorable hody which still

hears the sacred wounds He euffered when

He tebornacled 1o the flesh. Thisis assar

edly a mos’ emphatfe declaration of God’s
soverelgnty —a perfect and divine pralse,

an eternal saciifice. Thus does Jesus

Curist continue in Hesven the hiessed

work of His eteraal priesthood. Lot uz

try and illustrate this by a parable A

dutifal son, after years of nurewlttlog

toil and hardsaip, cheerfally borne out of

regard to an honored fatoer and youuvger

brothers, purchased a valuable estate,

This ne converved to his father, in recog-

pition of what was dae him and fir the
bauefit of his brothers. [he gift was com

pleted whea the deed was exccated ; but

this was not the termination of his good

work : it was ra'tier the beglaniog  The

father continued as long as he lived to

erjoy the comforts and emoinmonts of

tre estata and the younger brothers as
lonyg as they ltved to share in the beuefi s

which tbeir brother's love had placed
wlthin thele reach. Tne deed of convey-

ancs was executed once, and never to bo
repeated, but the gift contluned darlog
the life time of the family, Andso i 18
witn the gift of our eldsr Brother, the
Son of God made man, “Having dled
once He dieth now no more”” *He
entered once into the holy place, baviag
obiained eternal redemption.” But His
gacrifics, s confersion of GHrd’s dowialon
aand God’s majosty, His parchase of lite
and graces for Hs brothers in the flash,

us stuful men, this endares, and shall en-

“He hath av everlasung prissthood
wheraby Ho ls able to save forever them
that came to God by Him, alwavs living
to make iatercesslon for us aud H» is
always heard for His reverence,” Thus
the eternal priesthood may ba looked
upon a3 the ultimste end arcd
object God hed in view duricg
the entire work of the creatvion, It 18
emphatically the perfection of all the
glory He receives from all His creatures,
We need not marvel then thai the
eternal priesthood of Jesus Carist was
declared from early ages and confirmed
by all the sclemnity of an oath fom
God in the mysterious words: * The
Lord hath sworn and it shall not repent
Him: Thouart a priest forever acecoraing
to the order of Meichisedech” Suchis
the priesthood of Jesus Christ in its
essence, Come we now to the quastion :
What is the priesthood on earth? Whaat
is the priesthood of the Reverand D, J.
Scollard, who has been this blessed day
ordained a priest of the Catholic Caurch ?
Waat is the priesthood of mortal men,
as exercised upon this earth of ours?
Their priesthood is the coatinuation of
the priesthood of Jesus Carist through
all the ages until the last syllable of

in the building of God, the hoase nol
made with haads eteraal in beaven.
I'nis sacrifice He is pleased to reuder
visible aod  audible, accommodating
Himself for that purpose 1o our morisl
gonses  He appowats mortal mea o bo
Hiz priests, auihoriza2s them to utis

His own words, with the guaranties that
these words will produce tha egame
eftect as when they were uttered by Hs
divinely buman hps, Toe priest utiers
the mysterious words of Jesus Carist,
and on this utierance the bread snd
wine are chaoged Oar divine Lord
descends upon tne altar, e is ralsed up
by the hands of the piiset to be adercd
by the peopla; He fs offered to s eter
nal Father on behslf of all the peopla; by
the priest Ho glves Hlmself to His faith
ful disciples to be the food of their aouls,
thelr stzength and thele Iife upou earth,
and the pledge of thelr eterna! life in
heaven, *Ha that eateth Me thy same
also shall llve by Me,” % Do this {un re-
membrance of Ma.”
