TIE RECENT DESPATCHES.

We now turn to the consideration of the
very important despatch of March 14,
1851, which bears the name of Earl Grey,
but which contains strong intrinsic evi-
dence of a nearer origin, and most proba-
bly it was drafted by the Earl of Elgin.
We have no doubt that His Excellency
sent out to his uncle the despatch and the
answer to it by the same conveyance.

We may safely leave all the paliry bu-
siness about salarics. When the use of
a Governor General is discovered one
may enquire what it is worth while to pay

“him. 'The necessity of giving Lord Elgin
%30,000, or Mr Caron $5,000, or what
they do for their money, are equally mys-
torious. Mr Caron would do Lord El-
gin’s work as well as himself, and Mr.
Caron’'s clerk, unless he were an extra
stupid person, would do all that of the Pre-
sident of the Council.  We could do with-
out them both with the utmost eage. If
both wero to die of the chicken-pock. to.
morrow, and ¢ach leave his hat and gloves
on the table at which he was used to sit,
the business of the department would go
on as usual. What each gentleman re-
coives as the quiddam honorarium is
doubtless very interesting to himself, but
is little more to thg public than the soft
nothings of loveM, which ought always
to be inaudible. Our own opinion is, that
if the Governor General received four
thousand dollars a year, and each execu-
tive councillor two thousand, with the un-
derstanding that thcy were not expected
to give expensive.entertainments, we be-
lieve they would be more comfortable,
and the public much better served. - As
for Lord Grey's apprehension that the
« dignity” of his noble relation will bo af-
fected by such discussions, he may dis-
miss the matter from his consideration,
and think of the ovations—not such; as
hailed the Roman of old—of 1849. De
minimis lex mon curat. The dignity of
the noble Earl who charged the state with
the value of the manure which he was

to co-operate in the movement. It is
thought, perhaps, that interest will com#
pel the Clergy of other Churches to follow
the example, but it should be remember-
ed that while none are so much interested
in the grant, some denominations allow
their Ministers very little latitude in the
management of temporal affairs.

jowed the Roman Catholics to participate
in the proceeds, and now entreat that body
to agsist them in setting the intentions of
the good King at naught.

But to return to the ¢ Church Union.”
—Whilst there are many good reasons
why ne such combination should be en-
tered into, we cannot imagine one plausi-
ble argument in its favor. Other reli-
gious bodies may not only form similiar
& unions” among themselves, but they
may enter into a general union to resist
the pretensions of those who have "set
them so mischievous an example. Party
spirit and strife have far too much sway
in this Province already, but what would
be the effect if religious prejudices and
denominational combinations were also
brought into the political field ? And yet
this must be the result, so surely as the
«Church Union” persist in following the
course which they have marked out.
The Conservative party will not only
loose—as it has, by less objectionable pro-
ceedings, lost—hundreds of its' warmest
supporters, but many -of those who are

‘W hat can it possibly carry? Who will go
along it? Ilow can it compete either in
expenditure “or economy, with the rail-
yoads direct from Portland, Boston, and
New York? What possible benefit could
it be of, to Canada, west of Montreal?—
"[his subject is the scorn of every one who
knows any thing about the country, or its
resourees. 1t just does for persons of the
calibre of Mr. Cauchon, to chatter’ on, as
he did the othier day at Quebec.

TIE CHURCH UNION--A NEW ELEMENT
IN POLITICS.

We published on Wednesday the ad-
dress to the Queen recently adopted by
cortain gentlemen who have banded them-
selves together, under the name of * The
Church Union,” and the importance ol the

(uestion, as well as the use which our po-
litical opponents evidently intend to make
of this new combination, induces us to re-
turn to the subject. Without presuming
Aor a moment to disparage the motives of
those who ogiginated, and proposed to in-
troduce-this ¢ Church Union” into every
County and Township, we must say that
a more injudicious and ill advised project
never came under our observation. It
not only threatens the political destruction
of those who take a direct interest in its
organization, but, if persisted in, it may
accomplish the rnin of ‘others who enter-
tain the same general principles, and have
uniformly worked harmoniously in the po-
litical field. Whether the originators of
the “Church Union’ have given a thought
to the position - in which they will place
their political friends of other religious de-
nominations by this move, does not ap-
pear by any of the resolutions or speech-
es ; and yet it is difficult to beliove that
an Associalion, at the head of which stand
thie Clergy and prominent lay Members of
_ the Church of England, eould have been or-
gnnized without due deliberation. Taking
the most favorable view of the case, the
move betrays a selfishness and intolerance
which are really deplorable. The reten-
tion of a portion of the Clergy Reserves
is the sole object aimed at by the “Church
Union,” and yetthree other influential de-
nomiffatiens interested in those Reserves,
a:e neither consulted, nor asked properly,
