RIMOUSKI, June 30—‘\ccidental
death was the vcrdlct of the coroner’s
jury which sat last night on the cas
of Diver Cossboon, who lost his life!

20. Blame was placed on nobody.

The chief witnesses were C. W.
Weatherspoon, manager of the Yan-
kee Salvage Company, and the em-
ployes on the boat when Cossboon
went down. The doctor who examin-
ed the body said that death was due
to asphyxiation, and Mr. Weather-
spoon advanced the theory that
Cossboon had tampered with the air
valve in his helmet, shutting off the
air, and was thus smothered to death.

On his second trip under the sur-
face, said Mr Weatherspoon, the di-
ver had found the deck of the Em-
press, but had got mixed up with the
boat falls, and had been ordered up.
Going down again he had successful-
ly marked off a spot aft of number 4
hatch and there found a body. On
the day he lost his life he had trouq
ble with his air valve and had been
pulled up exhausted. Against  the
wishes of his assistants, he had de-
scended. again. He went forward to
the forecastle head and it is thought
that when he had slipped there, he
had in some manner affected the
valves and lost his life.
