me my friend the Belgian mérchant,
his English wife, his son, who if he
were allowed, would go into the
British navy, and his two daughters,
who are not French, -but have a
touch of the French grace. The chil.
dren speak several languages and the
father speaks English as well as, he
knows England, and loves every-
thing English. I was as one of the
family. I knew all the little jokes
that never grow stale in a family,
and I spent long tranquil days with
them, in their old house and on
board their yacht which never again
will lie snug with its old fashioned
counter made fast to the quay side
under the shadow of the clock tower,
Indeed I was so much of the family
that sometimes I made one of the
parental party that used to go up to
the old gabled room where the chil-
dren slept, to bid them good-night.

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like the man in the bay window of
Diekens’s ‘tale who jheard the foot-
fall up- the street, ‘waxing and wan-
ing ag the unknpown came nearer and
then -faded -away in the night, and
who knew,what' the‘omen meant, yet
was. powerless to. ward off tife im-

At last the evil came and they
could only fly ‘'befdre: it, leaving
everything that they had, taking with
them only the themery of the happi-
ness that life had once held. I have
seen them since the members of that
once Happy family . They are  all
separated now. The father works in
an English office; the wife is ill; she
will never:be well again; the son is a
private in the.Belgian - Army, the
daughters. work, one in a Flander's
Hospital, the other. in a factory in
England. The war _has scattered
them, and they must work on, with
what hope they may, with the knowl-
edge that life as it once was has end-
ed for them, that they can never
come together again in the old way
in that tranquil Flemish town of
pleasure and toil. “Their whole past
has been ‘cut off, never to be re-
newed: *

N6 human niind ean'conceive the
collective sorrow of a nation that has
suddenly been swept away. It can
only . be realized in little, in sueh
simple stories as ‘this of that Flemish
familyI knew. And even then those
who live far away in such sheltered
places as the old west country, where
hardly a sight or sound of war has
some, which still looks as it looked
before the war, and will be still the
same when the war is done, find it
hard to realize the awful tragedy
that war can be, even without the
pain of death. But when‘you have
realized it, then you' know why it is
that nothing now matters to win thig
stupendous battle between darknesa
and light, between “spiritual wicked-
ness in high places” and old-fashion-
ed decency, honour and liberty. And
you know too, that whether such and
such peoples among the allied na-
tiong are ruled by Kings or Presid-
ents, is a very small matter so long
as they have those things for which
we fight, in their hearts.
