London, Aug. 27.—The :Daily Tele­
graph publishes to-day a long inter- 
view with Mr. Kruger at Hilversum 
on Lord Kitchener’s latest proclama­
tion. The correspondent says: "Mr. 
Kruger, who seemed greatly improved 
in health, spoke vehemently and with 
interne feeling, rejected the idea that 
anything had been changed except 
the attitude of the British govern: 
ment. He insisted that the tactics of 
the Boers were still as regular as at 
the beginning of the war. Their 
forces, be said, were smaller and were 
split up into small parties because the 
British had split their forces into in­
numerable small columns.

"He declared that ever since the 
capture of Bloemfontein the British 
had tramped on the code of law. 
Transports and cattle the British are 
continually seizing. Mr. Kruger aaid 
these were intended not for the Boer 
commandoes, which live from hand to 
mouth, but for the women and chil­
dren.

“He contended that Lord Kitchen­
er’s proclamation itself recognised 
that the Boers had a regular admin- 
istration and an army. The procla­

Constantinople,Aug. 26—The amount 

of the indemnity which the Sultan 
agrees to pay the Quays Company for 
interference with its rights is seven 
hundred thousand francs. The Sultan 
will pay also six hundred thousand 
francs to a Frenchman on account of 
the seizing of his lands in Albania. 
The Quays Company renounces for a 
year the clause in its concession re­
garding the transfer of the quaya to 
Turkey, only, it is believed, to save 
appearances for the Sultan.
THE SULTAN PROCRASTINATING.

Paris, Aug .26.—Sultan Abdul Ha­
mid's persistence in procrastinating 
methods continue to disturb the Turk­
ish relations with France. His irade 
giving satisfaction in the quays ques­
tion was taken as indicating that he 
would accept the entire French claims. 
But M Constants telegraphed yester- 
day that the Sultan was still holding 
out against the payment of the claims 
of three Frenchmen, dating back 
many years and amounting to several 
million francs, for which M. Constans 
demanded a settlement, and declared 
he would leave Constantinople to-day 
unless the matter was settled. This 
action, however, would be only a man­
ifestation of dissatisfaction, and not 
a rupture of relations, as the coun­
cillor of the French embassy will take 
over the affaire of the embassy and 
continue the negotiations. M. Con­
stans, ostensibly, will leave on a va­
cation. No word has been received 
from him yet regarding to-day’s de­
velopments.

TAKING A HOLIDAY.
London, Aug. 26.—The despatch from 

Constantinople, announcing that the 
French ambassador, M. Constans, left 
there to-day, is not understood either 
in London or Paris, though it is not 
believed that it means a further dif­
ference between France and Turkey. 
The supposition is that M. Constans 
is taking a holiday.

MISQUITOESTHEIR CONDUCT
Experiments more Dangerous Than 

Anticipated-Three More
Victims Dead.

Havana, Aug. 26.—Of the eight' per­
sons bitten by infected mosquitos in 
connection with the experiments con­
ducted by the yellow fever board dur­
ing the last three weeks, three have 
died. Three others who took the fever 
are. expected to recover. One has not 
developed the disease. The eighth 
person as yet has not developed yel- 
low fever, although it is too early to 
say what will happen in the case.

Major Gorgas, chief sanitary officer, 
says the idea of the yellow fever board 
was to subject to mosquito infection 
as many as would volunteer. Sixteen 
persons had been bitten” and all had 
recovered and the theory of the board 
was that if some hundred or more 
persons could have been bitten with 
similar results a report could have 
been published, showing how appar­
ently safe and easy it was to become 
immune After this had been published 
the entire population might, have been 
immunized. So many cases gar mild 
results that the impression wa cre- 
ated that the danger was not so great 
as if bad turned out to be be.; Thus 
far there have been. i wo deaths p Ha­
vana as compared with an average of 
more than 50 for the month of August 
during the previous 11 years. Maj.
