RICHARD III UNDER DIFFICULTIES.
Booth Had to Stick the Bills Because the 

Bill Posters Drank Up tile Paste.
One night recently Edwin Booth sat 

down to a cozy little supper with 
manager Dan Frohman, or the Ly­
ceum, and actor Edward Sothem, and 
during the little supper the conversa­
tion came around to Mr. Booth’s expe­
riences as a manager, and in answer 
to a question Mr. Booth gave a quaint 
little nit of autobiography which was 
too good to keep, and the story is go­
ing the rounds among the profession.

“About my first experience as a 
manager,” said Mr. Booth, “was in 
the year 1854. I and four others were 
on our way to Australia to fill a pro­
fessional engagement Two of the 
party were D. C. Anderson and his 
wife. We were in a slow old sailing 
ship, and we were compelled to stop 
at the Sandwich Islands for supplies 
and to make some repairs to the ship. 
We found, to our surprise, that Hono­
lulu had a rude sort of theatre, and as 
we were to be detained there for sev­
eral da vs we thought we might earn a 
few dollars by giving a performance. 
We were tola that the king—Kame- 
hameha, I think his royal name was 
—was an enlightened monarch, who 
had visited Europe and come back 
with a great admiration for the drama, 
and that he would graciously patron­
ize our performance.

“We determined to give ‘Richard 
HI,’ and I was elected manager. Now, 
the full strength of the company was 
exactly five, and there -ere about 
twenty-five parts in the tragedy, as 
you know, to say nothing: of the lords 
and ladies of the courts, citizens, mur­
derers, messengers and the two armies 
of Gloster and Richmond. So you can 
understand that the manager had no 
easy task of it I was to play Richard, 
ana by an ingenious scheme of doub­
ling up, by which each of the others 
was to play at least two parts, we man­
aged to arrange for some sort of a per­
formance until I suddenly discovered 
that I had no Lady Anne. Mrs. An­
derson was the only lady in our com­
pany, and she had to do two parts— 
the Duchess of York and Elizabeth.

“I was almost in despair until I 
learned that there was a white man in 
the town who, as I was told, had once 
been an actor in a humble way and 
would be glad to help us out, and that 
as he was an under sized man he might 
do to dress up as a woman. So I sent 
for him.

“Meantime I had another trouble. 
We had some bills ‘printed’ with a 
brush and marking ink, and I sent 
some natives out to bill the town. But 
flour was entirely too scarce and high 
priced in the Sandwich islands to maire 
paste of, and as a substitute I was ad­
vised to buy some stuff called poi poi, 
the sticky juice of some tropical plant 
of which it appears the natives make 
an . intoxicating drink. I innocently 
gave this stuff to the bill stickers.

“But the rascally natives, instead of 
using the stuff as I had intended, drank 
up all the paste, got drunk, and didn’t 
post a bill I At the last moment I had 
to take a pail and brush and a bundle 
of bills and go through the town pyst- 
ing the bills myself.

“The new member of the company 
who was to do Lady Anne almost gave 
me a spasm when I saw him. He was 
about four feet high, a stumpy fellow 
with bandy legs, cross eyed, and with 
all his front teeth gone. He chewed 
tobacco furiously, and he spoke with 
a German accent His only know­
ledge of the stage proved to have come 
from once working as a ‘grip’ behind 
the scenes of some theatre in ‘the 
States.’

“But there was no help for it, and I 
had to engage him, after exacting his 
solemn promise that he would never 
^forget that he was a royal princess of 
England, and not squirt tobacco juice 
over the stage during the play.

“I shall never forget that perform- 
an ce of ‘Richard ILL’ Its like was 
never seen before nor since. The two 
Engtieh armies were made up of native 
Sandwich islanders, and to see the fol- 
lowere of Richard and of Richmond 
fighting the battle of Bos worth Field 
in burnt cork was something ‘never 
before attempted on any stage.’

“But the Lady Anne I I regret to 
say that her appearance when made 
up was something worse than gro­
tesque. If she had been homely in 
man’s attire she was hideous in skirts, 
and when I had made ardent love to 
her as-----  *

“ ‘Sweet saint!’—‘divine perfection 
of a woman fairer than tongue can 
name thee,’ and tell her of her ‘beauty 
which did haunt me in my sleep,’I 
thought I should burst with mortinca- 
tion, for her bandy legged waddle, 
her cross eyed leer, her toothless 
mouth and German accent were some­
thing indescribable. And, horror of 
horrors ! while she stood mourning at 
her dead husband’s bier, her ladyship 
had broken her solemn pledge and wfis 
actually chewing tobacco !

“Oh, there never was such a per­
formance as that! We shortened the 
play a great deal and left a good deal 
to the imagination of the audience, 
but I was in a cold perspiration until 
it was over. But our audience was 
good natured and by no means criti­
cal. We had a big house and they 
seemed well pleased.

“But there was a curious sequel to 
the performance,” added Mr. Booth. 
“After the play, while I was dressing, 
King Kamehameha was ushered into 
my room. He proved to be a very 
pleasant, well informed gentleman. He 
had been educated in Europe and had 
traveled extensively. He spoke kind­
ly of our Richard, and he surprised me 
greatly by exclaiming, as he patted 
me familiarly on the back :

“Mr. Booth, I saw your father play 
Richard in New York twenty years 
ago.”—New York Herald. «

SLEEP INDUCING DRUGS.

There Are Many Used, but One That Is Ab­
solutely Safe Not Yet Found.

When one loses the knack of sleep­
ing he makes no bones of going into 
a doctor’s shop, laying down his 
money and confidently demanding so 
much’s worth of sleep. He wants 
dreamless and restful sleep, with no 
after effects. This is what experiment­
al medicine has been trying to supply, 
but unless the new hypnotic, sulphonal 
meets the requirements, the demand 
of the sleepless cannot be supplied. 
The chances are many that sulpnonal, 
however valuable, will not give sleep 
without after effects. In the past fifty 
years a great deal has been done to 
mitigate not only the desperate pains 
of diseased tissues, but also to allay the 
distress of multiplying victims of their 
nerves. Before the discovery that 
chloroform would produce anaesthesia 
the medical* men had about given up
all hopes of medicines, other than opi­
um, to give relief from phj’sical pains; 
but ever since hundreds of analysts 
and experimenters have been search­
ing for new sedatives. The means of 
introducing morphia under the skin 
has become frightfully popular; bel­
ladonna, stramonium, hyoscyamus, 
aconite and Indian hemp have each 
had a turn of popularity tor the relief 
of different forms of distress ; for cere- 
bal excitement and “nervousness” the 
bromides have had and still have a 
considerable measure of professional 
and popular favor ; chloral was wel­
comed as a glorious and harmless rem­
edy for the sleeplessness of pain and 
of nervous excitement; cocaine created 
a widespread enthusiasm not merely 
for its property of producing local an­
aesthesia, but also for its general 
effects in hypodermic injection; anti­
pyrin came upon the stage with a 
blare of trumpets ; and now sulphonal 
is heralded as the long desired hyp­
notic, without danger and without 
after effects.

Each of the anaesthetics, hypnotics 
and sedatives mentioned above is an 
instrument of great value in the medi­
cal arsenal. We are absolutely mas­
ters of all pain and of all the distresses 
and depressions that increase under 
the pressure of civilization. But we 
are yet without a single agent, unless 
it be sulphonal, that is certainly harm­
less. There is no medicine the pro­
longed use of which does not leave a 
bad effect, and the use of which, ex­
cept under the eye of the physician, 
is without immediate danger. Sul­
phonal has been taken in all quanti 
ties and under many conditions, With­
out any apparent bad effects; but it is 
from recent reports that we learn its 
use is attended with some danger, and 
one fatality has been ascribed, though 
doubtfully, to its use.

Let the doctors work out the issue. 
The public has no business to deal 
with these things. The victims of 
simple insomnia are many, their tor­
tures are considerable, but until they 
are ready to appeal to the physician 
they should let drugs alone. When 
the doctors find a harmless sleeping 
medicine the world will know it. Un­
til the victim of insomnia who does 
not rely on the doctors can only resort 
to the simple ways of courting sleep, 
the most efficacious of which, without 
danger and without any ill effects, is 
change of scene and change of inter­
est—Milwaukee Sentinel.

A Brave Nurse.
^‘Sister Mary Thercse ! When scarce­

ly 20 years old you were wounded on 
the battle field of Balaklava while de­
voting yourself to the care of the 
wounded. At Magenta you were 
again wounded in the front line of 
battle. After that you nursed our 
warriors in Syria, m China and in 
Mexico.

Catsup.

PHOTOGRAPHING COLORS.

It Can be Done, but In not Generally
Understood, as It Has no Great Value.
Cap' W. de W. Abney, in a paper 

on tun effect of light on matter read 
before the British association, said: 
The question is often asked when pho­
tograph j- in natural colors will be dis­
covered. Photography in natural 
colors not only nxs been discovered, 
but pictures in natural colors have 
been produced. I am not alluding to 
the pictures produced by manual 
work, and which have from time to 
time been foisted on a credulous pub 
lio as being produced by the action of 
light itself, much to the damage of 
photography and usually to tne so 
called inventors. Roughly speaking, 
the method of producing the spectrum 
in its natural colors is to chlorinize a 
silver plate, expose it to white light 
till it assumes a violet color, heat till 
it becomes rather ruddy, and expose 
it to a bright spectrum. The spectrum 
colors are then impressed in their nat­
ural tints. Experiment has shown 
that these colors are due to an oxidized 
product being formed at the red end of 
the spectrum and a reduced product at 
the violet end. Photography in natu­
ral colore, however, is only interest­
ing from a scientific point of view, 
and, so far as I can see, can never have 
a commercial value.

A process to be useful must be one 
by which reproductions are strictly 
made; in other words, it must be a de­
veloping and iiot a printing process, 
and it must be taken in the camera, 
for any printing process requires not 
only a bright light, but also a pro­
longed exposure. Now, it can be con­
ceived that in a substance which ab­
sorbs all the visible spectrum, the mol­
ecules can be so shaken and sifted by 
the different rays that eventually they 
sort themselves into masses which re 
fleet the particular rays by which they 
are shaken ; but it is almost—I might 
say quite—impossible to believe that 
when this sifting has only been com­
menced, as it would be in the short ex­
posure to which a camera picture is 
submitted, the substance deposited to 
build up the image by purely chemi­
cal means would be so obliging as to 
denosit in that the particular size of par-1 
tide which should give to the image 
the color of the nucleus on whichit 
was depositing. I am aware that in 
the early days of photography we 
heard a good deal about curious re­
sults that had been obtained in nega­
tives, where red brick houses were 
shown as red and tlie blue sky as blu­
ish. The cause of these coincidences 
is not hard to explain, and would be 
exactly the same as when the red 
brick houses were shown as bluish and 
the sky as red in a negative. The 
records of the production of the latter 
negatives arc naturally not abundant, 
since they would not attract much at­
tention. 1 may repeat then that pho­
tography in natural colors by a print­
ing out process—by which I mean by 
the action of light alone—is not only 
possible, but has been done; that 
the production of a negative in natu­
ral colors might be produced appears, 
in the present state of our knowledge, 
to be impossible. Supposing it were 
not impracticable, it would be unsatis­
factory, as the light with which the 
picture was impressed would be very * 
different from that in which it would 
be viewed.

Artists are fully aware of this diffi­
culty in painting, and take their pre­
cautions against it. The nearest ap­
proach to success in producing pic­
tures by light alone is the method of 
taking three negatives of the same 
subject through different colored 
glasses, complementary to the three 
color sensations which together give 
to the eye the sensations of white 
light. Tne method is opened to ob­
jection on account of the impure color 
of the glasses used. If a device could 
be adopted whereby only those three 
parts of the spectrum could be sever­
ally used which form the color sensa­
tions, the method would be more per­
fect than it is at present. Even then 
perfection could not be attained, ow­
ing to a defect which is inherent in 
photography and which cannot be 
eliminated. This defect is the imperfect 
representation of gradation of tone. 
For instance, if we nave a strip gradu­
ated from what we call black to white * 
(it must be recollected that no tone 
can scientifically be called black and 
none white) and photograph it, we 
find that in a print from tne negative 
the darkness which is supposed to rep­
resent a gray of equal mixtures of 
black and white by no means does so 
unless the black is not as black nor the 
white as white as the original.

It is also made 
both for hand and steam power, and 
is capable of washing, scalding, rins­
ing and drying from five to twenty 
dozen dishes, of all shapes and sizes, 
in two minutes, the number, of coursé, 
depending on the size of the maohtas.
